No. 4 of the year 2012 be, and hereby 
is, introduced in the form hereto annexed pursuant to the Municipal Home Rule Law, and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a public hearing shall be held upon said proposed Local Law on 
July 9, 2012 at 6:45 p.m. in the Legislative Chambers, County Office Building, 105 Ninth Street, Watkins Glen, 
NY. 

LOCAL LAW INTRO NO. 4 OF THE YEAR 2012 
 A Local Law to Prevent the Spread of Aquatic Invasive Species in Schuyler County.  
 
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the County of Schuyler as follows: 
 SECTION 1.  Title.  This Local Law shall be known and may be cited as “A Local Law in Relation to 
Preventing the Spread of Aquatic Invasive Species in Schuyler County.” 
 SECTION 2.  Legislative Intent.  The Schuyler County Legislature hereby finds and determines that 
aquatic invasive species can displace native species and alter natural ecosystems, and cause negative 
environmental and economic impacts such as that presently occurring with regard to the Hydrilla infestation 
in the Cayuga Lake Inlet in Tompkins County.  Ultimately, residents and visitors to Schuyler County alike are 
negatively impacted by the decline of water bodies subjected to aquatic invasive species.  It is the intent of this 
law to protect the ecology of water bodies wholly or partially located and/or accessed in Schuyler County by 
preventing the introduction of any aquatic invasive species and therefore helping to protect the environment and 
economy of Schuyler County. 
 SECTION 3. Definitions.  As used in this law, the following terms shall have the following meanings; 

(a)  “Aquatic Invasive species” mean with respect to waters located and/or accessed in Schuyler 
County, any aquatic species, including its eggs, spores or other biological material capable of 
propagating or reproducing that species, that are not natural to said waters located or accessed in 
Schuyler County, including all of its cultivars and varieties, whose introduction causes or is likely to 
cause economic or environmental harm or harm to human health.  Invasive species, as that term is 
used herein, includes but is not limited to Hydrilla, Asian clam (Corbicula fluminea), Eurasian water, 
and milfoil and zebra mussels. 

(b)  “Person” means any individual, governmental entity, firm, partnership, corporation, company, 
society, association, or any organized group of persons whether incorporated or not, and every 
officer, agent, or employee thereof. 

(c)  “Launch” mean to place a watercraft into a waterbody for any purpose and any activity that takes 
place within fifty feet of the high-water mark of the waterbody for the purpose of placing a 
watercraft into a water body, including moving by trailer or other device or carrying by hand a 
watercraft towards a waterbody, or entering a queue prior to launching. 

(d)  “Waterbody” means the same as “waters.” 
(e)  “Waters” mean lakes, bays, sounds, ponds, impounding reservoirs, springs, wells, rivers, 

streams, creeks, estuarites, marshes, inlets, canals, Seneca Lake within the territorial limits of the 
County of Schuyler , and all other bodies of surface or underground water, natural or artificial, 
inlands, fresh, public or private, which are wholly or partially within or bordering the County or 
within its jurisdiction. 

(f)  “Watercraft” means every motorized or non-motorized boat or vehicle capable of being used or 
operated as a means of transportation in or on water. 

 SECTION 4. Prohibitions (Unlawful Activities).  It shall be unlawful for any person to: 
(a.)  Launch or attempt to launch in Schuyler County a watercraft into a waterbody with any aquatic 

invasive species or other plant or animal, or parts thereof, visible to the human eye in, on or attached 
to any part of the watercraft, including in live wells and bilges; the motor, rudder, anchor or other 
appurtenants; any equipment or gear; or the trailer or any other device used to transport or launch a 
watercraft that may come into contact with the water; 

(b.)  To enter a public highway in Schuyler County after leaving a launch site without first removing 
by  hand any aquatic invasive species or other plant or animal, or parts thereof, visible to the human 
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eye in, on, or attached to any part of the watercraft, including in live wells and bilges; the motor, 
rudder, anchor or other appurtenants; any equipment or gear; or the trailer or any other device used 
to transport or launch a watercraft that may come into contact with the water; 

(c.)  Removed items must be discarded away from the shoreline, in such a manner as to prevent the 
removed items from re-entering the waterbody; 

(d.) Introduce, throw, dump, deposit, place or cause to be propagated, transplanted, introduced, thrown, 
dumped, deposited or placed in any water body, in whatever capacity and for whatever purpose 
while in Schuyler County, an aquatic invasive species. 

 
 SECTION 5.  Exception to Prohibitions.  The provisions of SECTION 4 of this Local Law shall not 
apply to: 

(a.)  The carrying and use of bait for the purpose of fishing, consistent with all applicable laws and 
regulations related to bait fish; 

(b.)  The use of the above-water portions of native plants for camouflage of the watercraft for the 
purpose of hunting, consistent with all applicable laws and regulations related to the use, possession 
and harvesting of plants; 

(c.)  Pets or hunting dogs; 
(d.) The intentional transport of plants or animals, including for food and landscaping, provided they are 

fully and securely contained within or on board the watercraft; and  
(e.)  The use of plants or animals for habitat restoration, weed control, scientific research, 

aquaculture, or other activity, consistent with all applicable laws and regulations related to their use, 
possession or harvest. 

 SECTION 6. Penalty for Violation.  Any person who engages in any activity prohibited by this Local 
Law shall be guilty of a violation.  Every person convicted of a violation of this Local Law shall be punished by 
a fine of a minimum of Five Hundred Dollars ($500) and a maximum of Five Thousand Dollars ($5000) or 
imprisonment not to exceed fifteen (15) days or both said fine and imprisonment. 
 SECTION 7. Enforcement.  This Local Law shall be enforced by the Schuyler County Sheriff in the 
same manner as a traffic violation is handled .i.e. through the use of an appearance ticket and procedures similar 
to that used to enforce the Vehicle and Traffic Law of the State of New York except that the citation may be in 
a form determined to be adequate and expedient by the Sheriff and approved by the County Administrator. 
 SECTION 8. Severability.  If any section, subdivision, paragraph, sub paragraph, clause, or item of this 
title is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction such portion shall 
be deemed a separated, distinct, and independent provision, and such holding shall not affect the validity of the 
remaining portions thereof. 
 SECTION 9. This act shall take effect immediately upon filing in the Office of the Secretary of State.

WHEREAS, Local Law Intro. No. 3/Local Law No. 4 of the Year 2012 Authorizing the Probation 

Department to Establish and Collect a Monthly Administrative Supervision Fee from individuals serving a 
Probation Supervision Term was heretofore introduced and appropriate notice established in the official 
newspaper regarding a public hearing to be held June 11, 2012 at 6:45 p.m., and 
 WHEREAS, said public hearing was duly held, at which time all interested persons were heard, and this 
Legislature has duly considered the adoption and passage of said Local Law. 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Local Law Intro. No. 3/Local Law No. 4 of the Year 
2012, in the form hereto annexed be, and hereby is, passed, adopted and enacted, and 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Clerk of this Legislature duly cause the publication of the 
passage, enactment and adoption of Local Law Intro. No. 3/Local Law No. 4 of the Year 2012, together with 
the required text thereof in the official county newspaper. 

LOCAL LAW INTRO. NO. 3/LOCAL LAW NO. 4 OF THE YEAR 2012 
A Local Law allowing the assessment and collection of a monthly administrative supervision fee as set 

by the County Probation Department Pursuant to Article 2 (10) and Article 3 (20) of the Municipal Home Rule 
Law. 
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the County of Schuyler as follows: 
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Section I. LEGISLATIVE INTENT 
It is the intent of this Local Law to require individuals currently serving a probation sentence as that term is 
defined under New York State Penal Law upon conviction of a crime, or subject to a term of interim probation 
or other conditions of supervision by the Probation Department, to pay a monthly administrative supervision fee 
of not less than $10.00 and no more than $30.00 per month to the Probation Department. This fee is intended to 
offset the burden of cost to the general public for services as provided by the Probation Department.  
Section 2. ESTABLISHMENT OF A MONTHLY ADMINISTRATIVE SUPERVISION FEE 
(a) Every person who has been sentenced to a period of probation as that term is defined under New York State 
Penal Law upon conviction of a crime, or who is subject to supervision by the Probation Department under 
other conditional probation terms, shall pay to the department a monthly administrative supervision fee not less 
than $10.00 per month nor more than $30.00 per month.  
(b) This fee will be applicable at the onset of a probation case or upon acceptance of a transferred probation 
case from another county following the passage of this local law.  
(d) The Probation Department shall determine the administrative fee upon review of the household and financial 
income in accordance with a fee schedule based on Federal Poverty Guidelines, in such form and manner as the 
Director of Probation shall determine. Changes in either household compensation or financial status may result 
in revision of fees.   
(b) The Department may waive all or part of the administrative supervision fee where, because of the indigence 
of the offender, the payment of such fee would work an unreasonable hardship on the person convicted, his or 
her immediate family, or any other person who is dependent of such person for financial support. 
(c) Monies collected pursuant to this Section shall be deposited by the Department with the County Treasurer 
and shall be utilized for services by the Department. 
Section 3. COLLECTION 
(a) Section 420.10, Subdivision 6, of the Criminal Procedure Law shall govern the collection of this fee; but 
payment of the administrative supervision fee shall not constitute a condition of any probation sentence. This 
administrative supervision fee shall not apply to youthful offender probationers.  In the event of non-payment of 
any fees which have not been waived by the local probation department, the county may seek to enforce 
payment in any manner permitted by law for enforcement of a debt. 
Section 4. AGREEMENT 
Every person liable to pay an administrative supervision fee hereunder shall be informed of said fee and review 
a Payment Notification and Agreement in such a form as the Probation Director prescribes. A signature of the 
individual assessed for the fee is not required on the form. 
Section 5. RULES AND REGULATIONS 
The Director of Probation is empowered to adopt departmental policies and procedures necessary to implement 
this Local Law. 
Section 6. AMENDMENT OF FEES 
In the event that the administrative supervision fee requires an amendment, the County Legislature may, by 
resolution, amend any portion of the local law prescribed herein. 
Section 7. AID AND REIMBURSEMENT 
All administrative supervision fees collected hereunder shall be excluded from consideration by the Division of 
Probation when it determines state aid reimbursement pursuant to Section 246 of the Executive Law. 
Section 8. SEPARABILITY

She stated 
that she asked the District Attorney over and over again how many hours the new Assistant District Attorney 
would be working and never got a straight answer.  She was only told the County would get their monies worth.  
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This seems pretty suspicions to her on the intent of hiring this person and the hours to be worked.  Yes, 
reducing the hours will straighten it all out, but it makes us look bad, approving full time three weeks ago.  She 
asked that the rest of the Legislators vote their conscience.  She feels there should be no local share involved in 
this position.  Chairman Fagan said he believes there was some misunderstanding with the hours and the County 
Administrator was under the impression this person was going to work full time.  The less than full-time was for 
a residency requirement that was not necessary.  The fact remains that the work will be done with this plan and 
within the 25 hours, and it will result in a lower local share cost of about $5,200, which is less than originally 
planned for the 35 hours a week, for eighteen months.  With that understanding, as soon as it came apparent that 
it wasn’t 34 or 35 hours a week, it was clarified and is now being corrected.  Legislator Halpin wanted to know 
how this happened.  Chairman Fagan said apparently it was discovered his first week of work that he was only 
working two days a week.  District Attorney, Joseph Fazzary, was present to explain that misconception.  He 
does not work just Mondays and Fridays.  He gave an example of his last week and that he is working well over 
25 and close to 40, and he will be back up for the Chief Assistant District Attorney, Matthew Hayden, during 
the summer months.  He said you cannot set a schedule for attorneys.  He realizes you are supposed to clock in 
and out for benefit purposes.  This person was bored with retirement and this is what he wants to do with his 
time and we are lucky to have him.  He will also be handling Town courts for his office.  Those are things the 
previous Assistant did.  Town courts meet at night.  His office is not committing fraud.  Legislator Halpin asked 
if Mr. Tunney would be willing to work within the grant funds allotted with no local share.  District Attorney 
Fazzary said no, he is willing to work for the salary offered to him, $40,000.  Legislator Halpin argued the fact 
and asked why this was being done today.  District Attorney Fazzary said it does not matter to him what the 
hours are set at.  Legislator Barnes said observing the last six months, there has been a miscommunication 
breakdown between the Legislative Clerk, the Interim Human Resources Director and the secretary in the 
District Attorney’s Office.  He takes responsibility and charge with this and said there will be no more acting on 
Resolutions that are not in front of us, let us now move forward.

6:45 P.M. - PUBLIC HEARING LOCAL LAW INTRO. NO. 4 OF THE YEAR 2012 PREVENTING 
THE SPREAD OF AQUATIC INVASIVE SPECIES IN SCHUYLER COUNTY – SHERIFF’S OFFICE  

Mr. David Yost said he has seen what happens over the years.    However, he is not sure this law will 
stop the spread of it.  Has a pond on his property that is filled with this.  It has never had a boat or trailer in it.   
There are many ways in which this is being introduced.  He stated, he fished on Lamoka Lake last week, and 
was very careful to clean what he thought was all of the weeds from his boat.  However,  when they got home, 
they still found weeds.  Chairman Fagan questioned him if it was Milfoil.  He said no, it was not.  Chairman 
Fagan stated that they realize this new law will not prevent the spread but should help reduce it.  He explained 
that it gives the Sheriff’s Department a mechanism for enforcement.  If the people are going to just ignore the 
posted signs at docks and loading areas, this law will be a tool for the Sheriff’s Department.  All they can do is 
try to educate the people to try and minimize the spreading of the species.  He also discussed what various states 
are doing and the costs associated with these efforts.  He explained the various forms of treatments and what is 
being done in Cayuga Lake in Tompkins County.  Sheriff William Yessman assured the public in attendance 
that they are not going to write tickets when they see each offense.  If they see blatant disregard to the signs by 
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boaters at the access points on a continual basis, then yes, tickets will be issued.  He emphasized that this is not 
because they need something to do.  The general consensus has been, why isn’t the Sheriff doing something 
about this?  Even with this new law, all this will do is slow it down.  Do we think this will help, yes.  He 
explained the intent of this law.  Chairman Fagan stated that in Tompkins County, they estimate a cost of $1.8 
million just this year to fight this in their lake.   Elaine Dalyrmple, from the Soil & Water Conservation District, 
stated that Hydrilla is a very serious weed, and it could take over Cayuta Lake in two years.  We have to do 
whatever we can to not let it get in Seneca Lake.   Mr. Yost stated that he bought a trailer thirty years ago and 
has been watching the lake and everything that has been told had not worked out that way.  Milfoil, and now 
zebra mussels took two years to become what they are now.  This problem is bigger than all of us.   He 
applauded the efforts of the Legislature and the Sheriff’s Department, but he does not feel they should make a 
criminal out of the people that want to help you.  He suggested self inspection stations and a launch education 
process.

LOCAL LAW INTRO NO. 4 OF THE YEAR 2012 
 A Local Law to Prevent the Spread of Aquatic Invasive Species in Schuyler County.  
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the County of Schuyler as follows: 
 SECTION 1.  Title.  This Local Law shall be known and may be cited as “A Local Law in Relation to 
Preventing the Spread of Aquatic Invasive Species in Schuyler County.” 
 SECTION 2.  Legislative Intent.  The Schuyler County Legislature hereby finds and determines that 
aquatic invasive species can displace native species and alter natural ecosystems, and cause negative 
environmental and economic impacts such as that presently occurring with regard to the Hydrilla infestation 
in the Cayuga Lake Inlet in Tompkins County.  Ultimately, residents and visitors to Schuyler County alike are 
negatively impacted by the decline of water bodies subjected to aquatic invasive species.  It is the intent of this 
law to protect the ecology of water bodies wholly or partially located and/or accessed in Schuyler County by 
preventing the introduction of any aquatic invasive species and therefore helping to protect the environment and 
economy of Schuyler County. 
 SECTION 3. Definitions.  As used in this law, the following terms shall have the following meanings; 

(g)  “Aquatic Invasive species” mean with respect to waters located and/or accessed in Schuyler 
County, any aquatic species, including its eggs, spores or other biological material capable of 
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propagating or reproducing that species, that are not natural to said waters located or accessed in 
Schuyler County, including all of its cultivars and varieties, whose introduction causes or is likely to 
cause economic or environmental harm or harm to human health.  Invasive species, as that term is 
used herein, includes but is not limited to Hydrilla, Asian clam (Corbicula fluminea), Eurasian water, 
and milfoil and zebra mussels. 

(h)  “Person” means any individual, governmental entity, firm, partnership, corporation, company, 
society, association, or any organized group of persons whether incorporated or not, and every 
officer, agent, or employee thereof. 

(i)  “Launch” mean to place a watercraft into a waterbody for any purpose and any activity that takes 
place within fifty feet of the high-water mark of the waterbody for the purpose of placing a 
watercraft into a water body, including moving by trailer or other device or carrying by hand a 
watercraft towards a waterbody, or entering a queue prior to launching. 

(j)  “Waterbody” means the same as “waters.” 
(k)  “Waters” mean lakes, bays, sounds, ponds, impounding reservoirs, springs, wells, rivers, 

streams, creeks, estuarites, marshes, inlets, canals, Seneca Lake within the territorial limits of the 
County of Schuyler , and all other bodies of surface or underground water, natural or artificial, 
inlands, fresh, public or private, which are wholly or partially within or bordering the County or 
within its jurisdiction. 

(l)  “Watercraft” means every motorized or non-motorized boat or vehicle capable of being used or 
operated as a means of transportation in or on water. 

 SECTION 4. Prohibitions (Unlawful Activities).  It shall be unlawful for any person to: 
(e.)  Launch or attempt to launch in Schuyler County a watercraft into a waterbody with any aquatic 

invasive species or other plant or animal, or parts thereof, visible to the human eye in, on or attached 
to any part of the watercraft, including in live wells and bilges; the motor, rudder, anchor or other 
appurtenants; any equipment or gear; or the trailer or any other device used to transport or launch a 
watercraft that may come into contact with the water; 

(f.)  To enter a public highway in Schuyler County after leaving a launch site without first removing 
by  hand any aquatic invasive species or other plant or animal, or parts thereof, visible to the human 
eye in, on, or attached to any part of the watercraft, including in live wells and bilges; the motor, 
rudder, anchor or other appurtenants; any equipment or gear; or the trailer or any other device used 
to transport or launch a watercraft that may come into contact with the water; 

(g.)  Removed items must be discarded away from the shoreline, in such a manner as to prevent the 
removed items from re-entering the waterbody; 

(h.) Introduce, throw, dump, deposit, place or cause to be propagated, transplanted, introduced, thrown, 
dumped, deposited or placed in any water body, in whatever capacity and for whatever purpose 
while in Schuyler County, an aquatic invasive species. 

 SECTION 5.  Exception to Prohibitions.  The provisions of SECTION 4 of this Local Law shall not 
apply to: 

(f.)  The carrying and use of bait for the purpose of fishing, consistent with all applicable laws and 
regulations related to bait fish; 

(g.)  The use of the above-water portions of native plants for camouflage of the watercraft for the 
purpose of hunting, consistent with all applicable laws and regulations related to the use, possession 
and harvesting of plants; 

(h.)  Pets or hunting dogs; 
(i.) The intentional transport of plants or animals, including for food and landscaping, provided they are 

fully and securely contained within or on board the watercraft; and  
(j.)  The use of plants or animals for habitat restoration, weed control, scientific research, 

aquaculture, or other activity, consistent with all applicable laws and regulations related to their use, possession 
or harvest. 

SECTION 6. Penalty for Violation.  Any person who engages in any activity prohibited by this Local 
Law shall be guilty of a violation.  Every person convicted of a violation of this Local Law shall be punished by 
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a fine of a minimum of Five Hundred Dollars ($500) and a maximum of Five Thousand Dollars ($5000) or 
imprisonment not to exceed fifteen (15) days or both said fine and imprisonment. 
 SECTION 7. Enforcement.  This Local Law shall be enforced by the Schuyler County Sheriff in the 
same manner as a traffic violation is handled .i.e. through the use of an appearance ticket and procedures similar 
to that used to enforce the Vehicle and Traffic Law of the State of New York except that the citation may be in 
a form determined to be adequate and expedient by the Sheriff and approved by the County Administrator. 
 
 SECTION 8. Severability.  If any section, subdivision, paragraph, sub paragraph, clause, or item of this 
title is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction such portion shall 
be deemed a separated, distinct, and independent provision, and such holding shall not affect the validity of the 
remaining portions thereof.

Chairman Fagan 
explained that the numbers just do not add up and they have to break up the towns to meet the census 
population numbers in order to have it work and have equal representation.  They have tried. 

Mr. Alan Hurley said he agrees with Mr. Elkins and his concern is also the costs associated with the 
implementation.  This has been done in the past, he did his own research.  He discussed voter registration and 
turnout.  In order to encourage voting in the future, how would eliminating the number of voting districts 
available help the voter turnout?  He feels their ability would be impaired by having to drive further.  Some are 
handicapped, some are elderly, and some are poor.  He asked if the Legislature has asked the Board of Elections 
to do a study all the way until the Year 2016 for costs and what the impacts this will have.  Will there be a ninth 
Legislator during this implementation, adding expenses?  He asked if this implementation process increased the 
tax levy would you all support this measure then.  He would like to have answers and would like to see the 
Legislature table this Resolution until they have them.

Mr. Hurley explained that mailing 
notices to all voters, and preparing the mailings are costs that have not been considered.  Legislator Yuhasz 
stated that this is the Supreme Court making us redistrict and if it doesn’t happen now, it will have to happen 
down the road and the expenses are there no matter when we do this.

County Administrator, Timothy O’Hearn, and County Attorney, 
Geoffrey Rossi, were also present.

Mr. Alan Hurley was present and asked questions on the majority of the agenda, all of which were 
answered by Chairman Fagan or Administrator O’Hearn.

6:50 P.M. PUBLIC HEARING ON LOCAL LAW INTRO. NO. 5 OF THE YEAR 2012 PROVIDING 
FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT OF LEGISLATIVE DISTRICTS WITHIN THE COUNTY OF 
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SCHUYLER, STATE OF NEW YORK, COMPOSITION OF MEMBERS OF THE COUNTY 
LEGISLATURE, CONTINUING TERMS OF OFFICE: 

Chairman Fagan called the public hearing to order and explained the exhibits that where displayed for 
the public.  Mr. Mark Rondinaro asked if there was going to be a list generated for the people in Tyrone as well 
as the method for the distribution of the correct ballots at the polling places.  Chairman Fagan explained that the 
Board of Elections has recommended that they have two (2) sets of inspectors at each polling site, along with a 
new Coordinator position at each polling place to make sure everyone is at the correct polling site to vote.  Mr. 
Rondinaro questioned the cost savings and the Chairman confirmed that there would be very little with the 
addition of the Coordinators.  Legislator Barnes advised Mr. Rondinaro that the Coordinator position is not 
required, but is being suggested by the New York State Board of Elections. Mr. Rondinaro said he is in favor of 
the redistricting, however, he is not in favor of the additional legislator for the one year term during the 
implementation because of the added expense.  Chairman Fagan stated that during the budget process he is 
planning on recommending that the Legislators forego the health insurance benefits so that would eliminate that 
additional expense over all.   
 Ms. Sue Brill was present and asked what would happen if this ballot proposition on the redistricting 
does not pass.  Chairman Fagan stated that we would have to revert back to the existing process.  He reminded 
the public that we currently have under representation now in some of the voting districts and we are trying to 
equalize this based on the current 2010 census figures.  Ms. Brill questioned if weighed voting was ever 
discussed.  Chairman Fagan said this had been brought up to us at the very end of the process.  Numerous 
meetings had been held and this had never been brought up until the process was mostly finished.  He stated 
that he did look into the possibility and he looked into the experience that the Buffalo area had with it.  The 
conclusion was that it was a short term solution.   
 Mr. Rondinaro questioned the legality of what we were doing and wanted to make sure that the County 
was not setting itself up for a law suit.  Attorney Rossi and Mr. Rondinaro discussed what would occur if the 
proposition failed.  We ultimately would have to start over again.   
 Mr. Jim Halpin asked why the Legislature was not taking this in two steps, first taking the Redistricting 
Plan to the electorate then follow up with the implementation plan.  In his opinion, it is too much at once.  It 
very well could fail at the ballot.  Chairman Fagan and Mr. Halpin discussed shortening the existing terms of 
the Legislators.  Mr. Halpin feels that if this was implemented in two phases it would have a better chance of 
passing.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a public hearing shall be held upon said proposed Local Law on 
September 10, 2012 at 6:45 p.m. in the Legislative Chambers, County Office Building, 105 Ninth Street, 
Watkins Glen, NY. 

LOCAL LAW INTRO NO. 6 OF THE YEAR 2012 
 A Local Law abolishing the Elected Office of County Treasurer and Creating an Appointive Office of 
County Comptroller for the County of Schuyler and Causing a Proposition to be submitted to the electorate at 
the next general election. 
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the County of Schuyler as follows: 
SECTION 1. Legislative Intent 
A. The County of Schuyler is being increasingly required to administer various programs which are either 
unfunded or not adequately funded by the State and Federal governments. Such mandates, together with the 
revenue constraints of the County, require the best financial administration possible. 
B. It is the desire of the Schuyler County Legislature, in its continuing efforts to upgrade the administration of 
County government, to ensure to the effective management of the fiscal responsibilities of the County of 
Schuyler. 
C. The Schuyler County Legislature finds that, through a more efficient administration of the various fiscal 
affairs of Schuyler County, the County Legislature will be able to provide for better direction, control and 
coordination of Schuyler County governmental finances. Further, the timely reporting of the County’s fiscal 
position, statements of expenses and revenues, and cash flow will provide for improved day-to-day handling 
and management of the County’s fiscal affairs. 
D. It is the intention of the Schuyler County Legislature, through the enactment hereof; to provide for 
professional qualifications and professional background required of its Chief Fiscal Officer. 
E. It is the further intent of the Schuyler County Legislature, though the enactment hereof, to provide for the 
creation and appointment of a County Comptroller as the County’s professional Chief Fiscal Officer, having the 
professional qualifications, education and experience necessary for the position; and abolishing the elective 
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Office of County Treasurer. By a mandatory referendum in accordance with the County Law, Section 575 and 
Municipal Home Rule Law, Section 10, it is the intent to change from an elective County Treasurer to an 
appointive County Comptroller after a referendum conducted in all respects under the provision of Municipal 
Home Rule Law, Section 23. 
F. It is not the purpose or intent of the Schuyler County Legislature in the adoption of this local law to curtail, 
diminish, transfer or divest the Schuyler County Legislature of any of its functions, powers or duties. 
SECTION 2. Abolishing the elective Office of County Treasurer 
The elected position of County Treasurer as provided in Section 400, subparagraph I of the County Law is 
abolished effective December 31, 2012. 
SECTION 3. Creating the appointive Office of County Comptroller 
Effective January 1, 2013, there shall be a Department of Finance headed by the County Comptroller, who shall 
be appointed on the basis of his or her professional, educational, and administrative qualification; the 
Comptroller shall be appointed by the County Legislature pursuant to standard policy regarding appointment of 
department heads. 
SECTION 4. Appointment, Distinguishing Features of the Office, Term of Office 
A. There shall be an appointed County Comptroller who shall be directly responsible to the County Legislature, 
through the County Administrator and the Management and Finance Committee, and on behalf of Schuyler 
County, shall perform the functions of Chief Fiscal Officer, with the Schuyler County Legislature retaining the 
final administrative authority. The position of County Comptroller shall be unclassified for Civil Service 
purposes. 
B. The work involves the responsibility for fiscal management activities and carries authority as the Chief 
Fiscal Officer. The County Comptroller has all of the powers and performs all of the duties of a Chief 
Accounting Officer of Schuyler County. The work involves responsibility for directing and maintaining the 
financial records of the County in the manner prescribed by the New York State Department of Audit and 
Control, as well as, insuring these record keeping activities are carried out in accordance with all applicable 
laws and regulations governing local government. 
C. The County Comptroller shall exercise direct supervision over the fiscal operations of County departments 
and agencies. Typical work activities shall include but not be limited to: 
(1). Maintains custody of all Schuyler County funds, manages all investments and maintains all financial 
records and accounts of all units of County government charged with duties relating to funds of the County; 
(2). Provides and keeps a record keeping system showing all appropriations, funds and expenditures, together 
with the name of the claimant and amounts; 
(3). Keeps a separate account of each County department and special funds; (i.e. Court, Trust and Agency, etc.) 
(4). Conducts the sale of bonds and notes and keeps a record of all bonded indebtedness and other loans; 
(5). Collects and Remits various local and State taxes; 
(6). Reconciles bank statements; 
(7). Submits statement of County finance to the Schuyler County Legislature and County Administrator in a 
timely fashion at least monthly or as otherwise requested or directed; 
(8). Prescribes approved methods and forms for financial accounting and record keeping and provides oversight 
of all County offices; 
(9). Certifies the availability of funds for all contracts, purchase orders and other financial obligations incurred 
by the County; 
(10). Provides for a system of encumbrances, and maintains records; 
(11). Prepares Department of Finance’s proposed annual budget; 
(12). Advises Schuyler County Legislature on fiscal matters; 
(13). Reviews and approves State and Federal aid claims; 
(14) Assists in the preparation of the independent audit, participating in the timely review of the results of said 
audit and the preparation of the corrective action plan with the Management and Finance Committee, and 
reports progress on corrective action to the Management and Finance Committee through to completion of 
corrective actions. 
D. Full Performance Knowledge, Skills, Abilities and Personal Characteristics; 
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(1). Thorough knowledge of the principles and practices of modem public fiscal administration, including 
internal auditing, account and fiscal management; 
(2). Good knowledge of the practices and principles of supervision; 
(3). General knowledge of purchasing procedures; working knowledge of state finance laws; working 
knowledge of bond markets; 
(4). Ability to plan and supervise the work of others; 
(5). Ability to establish and maintain satisfactory working relationship with others; 
(6). Ability to follow and understand complex oral and ‘written instruction; 
(7). Ability to issue complex oral and written instructions; 
(8). Initiative; integrity; resourcefulness, good judgment; 
(9). Physical condition commensurate with the demands of the position. 
E. The appointment of the County Comptroller shall commence on January 1, 2013 and shall expire on 
December 31, 2015.  Subsequent terms of office shall be for four (4) years.  
SECTION 5. Qualifications 
A. At the time of appointment, the County Comptroller shall have the following training and/or experience: 
(1). Graduation from a regionally accredited college or university, or one accredited by the New York State 
Board of Regents to grant degrees, with a Master’s Degree in Accounting, Public Administration or Business 
Administration or a related field, which must have included or been supplemented by at least twelve credits in 
accounting AND four (4) years of paid full-time supervisory experience in preparing and maintaining financial 
accounts and records, which must have involved preparation of financial statements as well as other accounting 
activities, two (2) years of which shall be in governmental accounting; OR 
(2). Graduation from a regionally accredited college or university, or one accredited by the New York State 
Board of Regents to grant degrees, with a Bachelor’s Degree in Accounting, Public Administration or Business 
Administration or a related field which, must have included or been supplemented by at least twelve credits in 
accounting AND six (6) years of paid full- time supervisory experience in preparing and maintaining financial 
accounts and records, which must have involved preparation of financial statements as well as other accounting 
activities, two (2) years of which shall be in governmental accounting; OR 
(3) Graduation from the regionally accredited college or university, or one accredited by the New York State 
Board of Regents to grant two year degrees, with an Associate’s Degree in Accounting, Public Administration 
or Business Administration or a related field which, must have included or been supplemented by at least twelve 
credits in accounting AND eight (8) years of paid full-time supervisory experience in preparing and maintaining 
financial accounts and records, which must have involved preparation of financial statements as well as other 
accounting activities, two (2) years of which shall be in governmental accounting; OR 
(4). Ten (10) years of paid full-time supervisory experience in preparing and maintaining financial accounts and 
records, which must have involved preparation of financial statements as well as other accounting activities, 
two (2) years of which shall be in governmental accounting; OR 
(5). An equivalent combination of training and experience as defined by the limits of 1, 2, 3 and 4 above. 
The County Comptroller shall be appointed on the basis of these and such other qualifications as may be 
required for the responsibilities of the Office. 
B. The appointee’s domicile need not be in Schuyler County at the time of appointment but shall become so 
within ninety (90) days of the appointment and remain so during his or her term of office. Failure to be 
domiciled or to remain so in Schuyler County as stated herein shall be cause for dismissal by the Schuyler 
County Legislature without other or further notice. 
SECTION 6. Salary 
The County Comptroller shall receive an annual salary to be fixed by the Schuyler County Legislature. 
SECTION 7. Powers and Duties 
A. Without curtailing, diminishing or transferring the powers of any elected or appointed County official, the 
County Comptroller shall be responsible for the overall administration of the County government finances. 
B. The County Comptroller shall perform all the duties now and hereafter conferred or imposed upon the Office 
by law and directed by the County Legislature and shall have all the powers and perform all the duties

necessarily implied or incidental thereto. Among such powers and duties, but not by way of limitation, are the 
following: 
(1). have general superintendence over the fiscal affairs of the County. 
(2). keep books and records at the expense of the County showing all appropriations, funds and expenditures 
together with the name of the claimant and the amounts and nature thereof; 
(3). keep a separate account for each County officer or department and special funds;  
(4). keep a record of all bonded indebtedness and other loans and conduct the sale of all bonds pursuant to the 
provisions of the local finance law; 
(5). procure bank statements from depositaries of County funds at least once a month and reconcile them with 
the books and records; 
(6). at least annually review all books and records, vouchers and other papers pertaining to the money, funds 
and property of the County and render a report thereon to the Schuyler County Legislature as to whether proper 
books and records have been kept and all moneys and property of the County accounted for; 
(7). cause to be printed within thirty (30) days after the close of the fiscal year for distribution to the Schuyler

C. The County Comptroller shall, before he or she enters upon the duties of his or her Office, take the 
constitutional Oath of Office and execute to the County and file an official undertaking as provided in Section 
Eleven of the Public Officers Law. 
D. The County Comptroller within ten days after entering upon the duties of his or her Office shall appoint a 
Deputy Comptroller meeting the minimum qualifications established by Civil Service. Such appointment shall 
be in writing under his or her hand and seal and be filed and recorded in the office of the County Clerk. He or 
she shall perform such duties as may be assigned by the Comptroller, and during the temporary absence of the 
Comptroller he or she shall act as the Comptroller. 
SECTION 8. Acting County Comptroller 
In the event of a vacancy in the Office of County Comptroller or inability of the incumbent to perform and 
exercise the powers and duties of the Office of Comptroller, the Deputy Comptroller may continue to act as 
Comptroller or another qualified County Officer may be appointed Acting County Comptroller by the Schuyler 
County Legislature provided there is no incompatibility of office under the law. 
SECTION 9. No Divestiture of Powers And Duties of Legislature 
Nothing contained in this local law shall operate or be construed to divest the Schuyler County Legislature of 
any of its functions, powers and duties. 
SECTION 10. Severability of Provisions 
If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this local law shall be adjudged by any court 
of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such judgment, decree, or order shall not affect, impair of invalidate the 
remainder thereof, but shall be confirmed in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section 
or part thereof directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment, decree or order have been rendered. 
SECTION 11. Construction of Local Law 
A. This law shall be liberally construed to effectuate the purposes thereof and to provide an appointive chief 
fiscal officer in compliance with the requirements of law.

a. All the applicable provisions of the Election Law providing for the method and procedure of the 
nomination and election of County Officers shall continue to apply to the nomination and 
election of members of the County Legislature of the County of Schuyler and further that each 
such member shall be nominated and elected in the respective district which he or she would 
represent if elected. 

8. Ballot Proposition 
a. Upon the adoption of this local law the clerk of the County Legislature is hereby directed to 

transmit, forthwith, to the board of elections, the form of the ballot proposition to be voted upon 
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on the November ballot, in substantially the following form: “Proposition No. 1, submitting a 
local law for the 2012 ballot to the electors of the County of Schuyler, to be voted upon at the 
General Election of the County of Schuyler, to be held on the 6th day of November, 2012.  Shall 
there be approved and adopted in the County of Schuyler, New York, a local law entitled ‘A 
local law providing for the establishment of legislative districts with the County of Schuyler, 
State of New York; composition of Members of the County Legislature; terms of office’ as 
enacted by the County Legislature of the County of Schuyler on (the date of enactment).” 

9. Laws Repealed 
a. All local laws, and parts of local laws, inconsistent with this local law, are hereby repealed.  

Such repeal shall take effect upon the effective date of this local law.  
10. Savings Clause 

a. If any part or provision of this Local Law or the application thereof to any person or 
circumstance be adjudged invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment shall be 
confined in its operation to the part or provision or application directly involved in the 
controversy in which such judgment shall have been rendered and shall not affect or impair the 
validity of the remainder of the Local Law or the application thereof to other persons or 
circumstances, and the Schuyler County Legislature hereby declares that it would have passed 
this Local Law or the remainder thereof had such invalid application or invalid provision been 
apparent. 

11. Effective Date 
Except as specifically set forth above, this local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the 

Secretary of State after approval by a majority of the electors voting thereon in accordance with the 
requirements of Section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law of the State of New York.

(Corps) has developed draft guidance on Identifying Waters Protected by the Clean Water Act (draft guidance) 
to clarify the EPA and Corps’ understanding and definition of the CWA that will inform all of EPA’s regulatory 
programs and policy actions, and 

WHEREAS, this draft guidance creates  uncertainty, confusion and would now capture a significant 
number of public works activities and transportation infrastructure that will now be subject to the CWA and its 
costly and time-consuming permitting and regulatory protocols, and  

WHEREAS, the draft guidance greatly expands the number of projects subject to jurisdictional 
determination or CWA permitting which do not currently require such oversight at great expense to the 
taxpayers of Schuyler County with little, if any, environmental benefit while diverting scarce resources from 
other programs that do provide environmental protection and conservation benefits, and 

WHEREAS, the financial impact of the draft guidance to Schuyler County will be significant with 
roadside ditch projects and ongoing maintenance alone costing an additional tens of thousands of dollars 
annually to Schuyler County citizens due to the need for jurisdictional determinations by the Corps or CWA 
permitting, and   

WHEREAS, this change in federal regulation would cause adverse impacts to many members of many 
communities through financial hardship and increased barriers to routine business decisions by creating more 
Total Maximum Daily Loads to many watersheds that would cause an economic crisis as it already has 
threatened to do in the Chesapeake Bay Watershed, and 

WHEREAS, the impacts to farm operations would be widespread due to the increase in livestock

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A Local Law Amending Local Law No. 3 of the Year 1994 titled “Watershed Protection Law” to 1) 

eliminate Article 4 (Nuisances), 2) Update Appendix 75-A; 3) add Mandatory Real Property Transfer 
Evaluations for both Water and Wastewater Systems Article 4 (Real Property Transfers); and 4) add 
Requirements for Land Application of Septage Biosolids Article 5 
SECTION 1. Legislative Intent 
1.2 Statement of Purpose 
1. The purpose of the Watershed Protection Law shall be to protect public health, protect ground and surface 
water resources, and to minimize threats to the drinking water supplies of Schuyler County. 
1.9 Definitions 
 10. “Design Flow” shall mean the anticipated wastewater generated from a structure based upon 
Appendix 75-A, NYS DEC guidelines “Standards for Waste Treatment Works” or current reference, or by 
calculated use data. 
 13. “Enhanced Treatment Units” shall mean pre-manufactured units that provide treatment of 
wastewater with a greater reduction of biochemical oxygen demand and total suspended solids than a traditional 
septic tank, prior to soil dispersal. Such units must also conform to NYS DOH requirements. 
 14. “Facility” shall mean one or several structures under common ownership and contiguous parcel 
boundaries, utilized for common or related function. 
 34. “Recreational Vehicle” shall mean a motorized or non-motorized, wheeled vehicle or trailer used for 
camping or other recreational activity and containing any water or wastewater fixtures. 
 37. “Septage Biosolids” shall mean the digested contents of a septic tank which may be used for 
beneficial use. 

42. “Wastewater” shall mean water borne waste discharged from a toilet, sink, lavatory, dish and 
laundry washing machine, the water carried waste from any other fixture or equipment or machine, from 
residential and commercial structures, with or without the admixture of industrial wastes; excludes municipal 
wastewater treatment facilities and sewers, surface and subsurface stormwater, and wastewater produced as a 
result of generally accepted agricultural activities. 

43. “Wastewater treatment system” shall mean the complete system of piping, tanks, devices and other 
elements used in the handling, conveyance, storage, distribution, treatment, disposal and/or dispersal of 
wastewater. 
2.1.1 Exposure, Discharge and Disposal of Wastewater 
 1. No person shall discharge, permit, or cause to be discharged untreated wastewater onto the surface of 
the ground or into any street, road, alley, open excavation, storm water drain, drainage ditch, adjacent property, 
watercourse, lake or groundwater. 
 2. All wastewater within Schuyler County shall be adequately handled and/or treated by a system of 
chemical, biological and physical processes to generally satisfy all applicable state and federal standards prior to 
disposal and/or dispersal. 
 3. Any structure(s) or facility(s) producing wastewater with a design flow less than 1000 gallons per day 
shall require a wastewater treatment system(s). 
 4. Any structure(s) or facility(s) producing wastewater with a design flow greater than 1000 gallons per 
day shall submit all application, design and applicable compliance documentation to the Watershed Protection 
Agency when such documentation is necessary for system use or modification by the NYS DEC and/or NYS 
DOH. All applicable design references shall be submitted to the Watershed Protection Agency as early in the 
design process as possible, but no later than 30 days prior to anticipated discharge. All system modification 
compliance documentation shall be submitted to the Watershed Protection Agency at the time of submission to 
the applicable State office. A construction permit from the Watershed Protection Agency may not be required or 
these systems. 
 9. An additional area of one hundred (100) percent shall be set aside for future expansion or replacement 
for all new construction. 
2.1.2 Construction Permit and Inspection Requirements 
 1. No person shall undertake to construct, repair, replace or modify a wastewater treatment system 
without first having obtained a “Wastewater Treatment System Construction Permit” upon forms provided by 
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the Watershed Protection Agency; excluding the repair or replacement of septic tank baffles, effluent filter, 
distribution device or component piece within an enhanced treatment unit. Under no circumstances shall this 
construction permit preclude the need to obtain additional regulatory permits, or supplant the applicability of 
additional local, state and federal regulatory requirements. 
2.1.3 Certificate to Operate 
 1. For all properties issued a Construction Permit, following construction inspection and prior to system 
use, a “Certificate to Operate” shall be provided by the Watershed Protection Agency.  
 2. It is the owner’s/operator’s responsibility to maintain the wastewater treatment system in accordance 
with the approved permit and within the conditions of the “Certificate to Operate.” 
 3. The “Certificate to Operate” shall not be construed as a guarantee or assurance by the Schuyler 
County Watershed Protection Agency that the system will function satisfactorily for any given period of time. 
 4. The “Certificate to Operate” may be revoked by the Watershed Protection Agency on the basis of 
wastewater being discharged onto the surface of the ground or into surface waters thereby creating a public 
health hazard or nuisance. 
 5. A “Certificate to Operate” may not be required for a system serving a facility discharging wastewater 
from an establishment approved or operated by a State or Federal Agency. 
2.1.4 Certificate of Compliance – Change of Use or Structure 
 1. No structure shall be converted, replaced, or altered, or enlarged so as to potentially increase the 
design flow beyond the existing Certificate to Operate without first having obtained a Certificate of 
Compliance.  
Such actions include, but are not limited to; adding a bedroom(s), installing high yield water fixtures, complete 
home replacement, complete home renovation, or altering a seasonal structure to accommodate year round use. 
 2. In the event no Certificate to Operate has been issued for the structure, the owner/applicant shall 
allow an evaluation of the existing wastewater treatment system and or shall allow a soil evaluation to be made 
by the regulatory officer. 
 3. A Certificate of Compliance shall not be issued until the regulatory officer has evidence indicating 
that the wastewater treatment system meets all applicable minimum standards. The regulatory officer may 
require evidence be provided by a design professional. 
 4. All projects proposed requiring a Certificate of Compliance, which increase the potential wastewater 
flows, shall meet design standards for new construction systems. The regulatory officer may require an upgrade 
of the system prepared and submitted by design professional to obtain a waiver. 
2.4 Enhanced Treatment Units (ETU) 
 1. ETU’s shall have a label indicating compliance with the standards for a Class 1 unit as described in 
the National Sanitation Foundation (NSF) International Standard 40 or equivalent testing. 
 2. Use of ETU’s shall utilize the design criteria in Appendix 75-A for new and replacement systems. 
 3. A visual and audio warning device shall be installed in a conspicuous location so that activation of 
such warning device will alert property occupants of ETU malfunction or failure. All warning devices shall be 
wired separately from the ETU so that disconnecting the ETU from electricity will activate the warning device. 
 4. All ETU’s shall have a continuous maintenance and service contract agreement with an authorized 
contractor. Each ETU shall be serviced and maintained by the authorized service contractor pursuant to the 
ETU’s manufacturer’s recommendations. 
 5. It is the owner’s responsibility to supply a copy of the service contract to the Watershed Protection 
Agency to verify that a continuous contract exists for the ETU. Upon expiration or termination of a contract the 
owner shall provide a copy of the new service contract. 
 6. It is the service provider’s responsibility to supply a copy of all service and maintenance reports to the 
Watershed Protection Agency within 6 months of the date of service. 
 7. Failure to have and maintain a maintenance and service contract can cause performance and system 
failure, leading to unnecessary repair and replacement costs and/or public health and water quality impairments. 
Therefore failure to maintain and provide ETU records shall be a violation of the Watershed Protection Law and 
shall be punishable as indicated in Article I, Section 1.5. 
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2.10 Recreational Vehicles 
 1. No person shall connect or discharge the wastewater from more than one recreational vehicle into a 
wastewater treatment system for more than three consecutive days without prior approval from the Watershed 
Protection Agency. Excluded from these requirements are NYS DOH regulated campgrounds. 
 2. Each recreational vehicle beyond one connected to a wastewater treatment system shall conform to 
the requirements listed in Section 2.1.4. The design flow for each recreational vehicle shall be a minimum of 55 
gallons per day. 
 3. The use of a wastewater treatment system as a dumping station for recreation vehicles or similar 
temporary toilet facilities is specifically prohibited. 
Article 4 – Real Property Transfers and System Evaluations 
4.1 General Provisions 
 1. Any person or entity transferring to any other person or entity the title to real property without first 
conducting an evaluation of the water and wastewater treatment system(s) and receiving a certificate of 
compliance issued by the Watershed Protection Agency shall be in violation of this local law. When required 
for any real estate transaction or refinancing, only a regulatory officer of the Schuyler County Watershed 
Protection Agency is authorized to evaluate and/or certify the operation of a wastewater treatment system. 
 2. Prior to transfer, the water supply shall comply with bacteriological drinking water standards for 
potability and the wastewater treatment system shall meet basic sanitary conditions and operation standards 
established by the Watershed Protection Agency. 
 3. Corrective actions for any deficiencies found during the evaluation of the water and wastewater 
system shall be the responsibility of the owner of record, unless otherwise contractually agreed. 
4.2 Certificate of Compliance 
 1. To obtain a certificate of compliance, all septic or holding tanks must be pumped by a DEC licensed 
waste hauler at least ten (10) days prior to the date of closing and inspected by the regulatory officer. The 
property owner or DEC-licensed waste hauler must give the regulatory officer at least 24 hours notice to 
arrange for inspection of the tank at time of pumping. Septic tank pumpout and inspection is valid for one (1) 
year. 
 2. Additional inspection and evaluation requirements, such as system dye test or visual inspection of 
absorption system components may be necessary. All real property transfer evaluations shall be conducted in 
accordance with the ‘Watershed Protection Agency Policy and Procedures’ as approved by the Board of Health. 
 3. Additional tank volume may be required to be installed by the regulatory officer. Total storage 
volume of a septic tank shall be within 250 gallons of the minimum volume requirements of the applicable use 
and design standard. Minimal tank volume is currently 750 gallons and or which is subject to change within 
Policy and Procedures document. 
 4. If the wastewater treatment system is determined to be operating unsatisfactorily or inadequately, a 
written Notice of Violation may be served and a Compliance Agreement specifying corrective action must be 
obtained prior to property transfer or refinancing closing. 
 5. For enhanced treatment units, the new owner must send a signed copy of a service contract to the 
regulatory officer within 30 days after property transfer. 
 6. A certificate of compliance shall be considered valid for a period of six months from the date of 
issuance. No guarantee of continued wastewater system performance or water potability is made or implied 
through the issuance of a certificate of compliance. 
4.3 Conditional Certificate of Compliance 
 1. Certain conditions, such as building vacancy, deep snow or excessive vegetative growth, may require 
a provisional evaluation. In these situations the regulatory officer shall issue a conditional certificate of 
compliance which shall include all system information available at the time of the request.  Prior to property 
transfer, involved parties should specify and agree in writing, or through an escrow account, on all financial 
responsibilities related to any potential corrective action. A complete inspection shall be made when conditions 
allow or as specified in the conditional certificate.  Corrective action of any deficiencies or violations found and 
all service fees shall be the responsibility of the owner of record at the time of the evaluation, unless otherwise 
contractually agreed. 
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4.4 Water Supplies 
 1. Any person offering property for sale or transfer shall provide a water supply which conforms to 
bacteriological standards for potable water and should implement any recommendations prescribed by the 
regulatory officer to bring the water system into compliance with the standards contained in 10NYCRR, 
Appendix 5-B. 
4.5 Exceptions to these Requirements 
 1. The following properties involved in a real property transfer shall not be required to be evaluated 
pursuant to this section: 

 a. Transfers of undeveloped properties with no water supplies or wastewater discharges; 
 b. Transfers of real property connected to an approved public water supply or a municipal or 
other special sewer system; however if the transferred property is served by either a public water or 
sewer system, but not both, than an evaluation and certification shall be required for the private system 
unless exempted hereunder. 
 c. Transfers in a foreclosure action and deeds given in lieu of foreclosure;  
 d. Transfers in connection with a partition action under Article 9 of the Real Property Actions 
and Proceedings Law; 
 e. Transfers pursuant to Article 11 of the United States Code; 
 f. Transfers of property acquired by a governmental assessing unit as the result of tax 
enforcement proceedings; 
 g. Transfers of property to any owner’s spouse, father, mother, daughter, son, grandfather, 
grandmother, grandson, granddaughter, sister or brother. 

Article 5 – Land Application of Septage Biosolids 
5.1 General Provisions 
 1. Land application of septage biosolids is regulated by the NYS DEC under Environmental 
Conservation Law, 6 NYCRR Part 360, and all management practices shall be maintained in compliance with 
said regulations. 
 2. Any facility(s) engaged in land application of septage biosolids within Schuyler County shall register 
such properties with the Watershed Protection Agency on forms provided by the regulatory officer. 
 3.A registered facility shall provide to the Watershed Protection Agency a “Facility Management Plan” 
describing the proposed land management practices at regular intervals, preferably on a  three year basis. The 
management plan shall provide anticipated application rates, annual cropping plans, soil test results, crop 
nutrient requirements, techniques used for pathogen reduction, equipment and methods used for soil 
incorporation, number and storage capacity of vehicles used and shall include a detailed site plan, defining the 
entire application area, soils, drainage, topography, water supplies within 1000 feet of the application area and 
other features deemed necessary by the regulatory officer. The regulatory officer may require such plans to be 
developed by a certified nutrient management planner, a professional engineer or other professionally qualified 
individual. 
 4. An annual report shall be provided to the Watershed Protection Agency no later than 60 days after the 
first day of January following each year of operation. 
 5. The registered facility shall allow for inspection all land included in the Facility Management Plan 
annually and upon request by the regulatory officer. At the time of inspection, a review of the records will be 
made and compared with the management plan. Any deviation from the submitted plan resulting in an increased 
risk to public health shall be considered a violation and punishable as indicated in Article 1, Section 1.5. 
SECTION 2. Effective Date 

A. This local law shall take effect upon filing with the Office of the Secretary of State.

County Treasurer and Creating an Appointive Office of County Comptroller for the County of Schuyler and 
Causing a Proposition to be submitted to the electorate at the next general election was heretofore introduced 
and appropriate notice established in the official newspaper regarding a public hearing to be held September 10, 
2012 at 6:45 p.m., and 
 WHEREAS, said public hearing was duly held, at which time all interested persons were heard, and this 
Legislature has duly considered the adoption and passage of said Local Law. 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Local Law Intro. No. 6/Local Law No. _ of the Year 
2012, in the form hereto annexed be, and hereby is, passed, adopted and enacted, and 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Clerk of this Legislature duly cause the publication of the 
passage, enactment and adoption of Local Law Intro. No. 6/Local Law No. _ of the Year 2012, together with 
the required text thereof in the official county newspaper. 

LOCAL LAW INTRO. NO. 6/LOCAL LAW NO. _ OF THE YEAR 2012 
 A Local Law abolishing the Elected Office of County Treasurer and Creating an Appointive Office of 
County Comptroller for the County of Schuyler and Causing a Proposition to be submitted to the electorate at 
the next general election.  
 Be it enacted by the Legislature of the County of Schuyler as follows: 
SECTION 1. Legislative Intent 
A. The County of Schuyler is being increasingly required to administer various programs which are either 
unfunded or not adequately funded by the State and Federal governments. Such mandates, together with the 
revenue constraints of the County, require the best financial administration possible. 
B. It is the desire of the Schuyler County Legislature, in its continuing efforts to upgrade the administration of 
County government, to ensure to the effective management of the fiscal responsibilities of the County of 
Schuyler. 
C. The Schuyler County Legislature finds that, through a more efficient administration of the various fiscal 
affairs of Schuyler County, the County Legislature will be able to provide for better direction, control and 
coordination of Schuyler County governmental finances. Further, the timely reporting of the County’s fiscal 
position, statements of expenses and revenues, and cash flow will provide for improved day-to-day handling 
and management of the County’s fiscal affairs. 
D. It is the intention of the Schuyler County Legislature, through the enactment hereof; to provide for 
professional qualifications and professional background required of its Chief Fiscal Officer. 
E. It is the further intent of the Schuyler County Legislature, though the enactment hereof, to provide for the 
creation and appointment of a County Comptroller as the County’s professional Chief Fiscal Officer, having the 
professional qualifications, education and experience necessary for the position; and abolishing the elective 
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Office of County Treasurer. By a mandatory referendum in accordance with the County Law, Section 575 and 
Municipal Home Rule Law, Section 10, it is the intent to change from an elective County Treasurer to an 
appointive County Comptroller after a referendum conducted in all respects under the provision of Municipal 
Home Rule Law, Section 23. 
F. It is not the purpose or intent of the Schuyler County Legislature in the adoption of this local law to curtail, 
diminish, transfer or divest the Schuyler County Legislature of any of its functions, powers or duties. 
SECTION 2. Abolishing the elective Office of County Treasurer 
The elected position of County Treasurer as provided in Section 400, subparagraph I of the County Law is 
abolished effective December 31, 2012. 
SECTION 3. Creating the appointive Office of County Comptroller 
Effective January 1, 2013, there shall be a Department of Finance headed by the County Comptroller, who shall 
be appointed on the basis of his or her professional, educational, and administrative qualification; the 
Comptroller shall be appointed by the County Legislature pursuant to standard policy regarding appointment of 
department heads. 
SECTION 4. Appointment, Distinguishing Features of the Office, Term of Office 
A. There shall be an appointed County Comptroller who shall be directly responsible to the County Legislature, 
through the County Administrator and the Management and Finance Committee, and on behalf of Schuyler 
County, shall perform the functions of Chief Fiscal Officer, with the Schuyler County Legislature retaining the 
final administrative authority. The position of County Comptroller shall be unclassified for Civil Service 
purposes. 
B. The work involves the responsibility for fiscal management activities and carries authority as the Chief 
Fiscal Officer. The County Comptroller has all of the powers and performs all of the duties of a Chief 
Accounting Officer of Schuyler County. The work involves responsibility for directing and maintaining the 
financial records of the County in the manner prescribed by the New York State Department of Audit and 
Control, as well as, insuring these record keeping activities are carried out in accordance with all applicable 
laws and regulations governing local government. 
C. The County Comptroller shall exercise direct supervision over the fiscal operations of County departments 
and agencies. Typical work activities shall include but not be limited to: 
(1). Maintains custody of all Schuyler County funds, manages all investments and maintains all financial 
records and accounts of all units of County government charged with duties relating to funds of the County; 
(2). Provides and keeps a record keeping system showing all appropriations, funds and expenditures, together 
with the name of the claimant and amounts; 
(3). Keeps a separate account of each County department and special funds; (i.e. Court, Trust and Agency, etc.) 
(4). Conducts the sale of bonds and notes and keeps a record of all bonded indebtedness and other loans; 
(5). Collects and Remits various local and State taxes; 
(6). Reconciles bank statements; 
(7). Submits statement of County finance to the Schuyler County Legislature and County Administrator in a 
timely fashion at least monthly or as otherwise requested or directed; 
(8). Prescribes approved methods and forms for financial accounting and record keeping and provides oversight 
of all County offices; 
(9). Certifies the availability of funds for all contracts, purchase orders and other financial obligations incurred 
by the County; 
(10). Provides for a system of encumbrances, and maintains records; 
(11). Prepares Department of Finance’s proposed annual budget; 
(12). Advises Schuyler County Legislature on fiscal matters; 
(13). Reviews and approves State and Federal aid claims; 
(14) Assists in the preparation of the independent audit, participating in the timely review of the results of said 
audit and the preparation of the corrective action plan with the Management and Finance Committee, and 
reports progress on corrective action to the Management and Finance Committee through to completion of 
corrective actions. 
D. Full Performance Knowledge, Skills, Abilities and Personal Characteristics; 
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(1). Thorough knowledge of the principles and practices of modem public fiscal administration, including 
internal auditing, account and fiscal management; 
(2). Good knowledge of the practices and principles of supervision; 
(3). General knowledge of purchasing procedures; working knowledge of state finance laws; working 
knowledge of bond markets; 
(4). Ability to plan and supervise the work of others; 
(5). Ability to establish and maintain satisfactory working relationship with others; 
(6). Ability to follow and understand complex oral and ‘written instruction; 
(7). Ability to issue complex oral and written instructions; 
(8). Initiative; integrity; resourcefulness, good judgment; 
(9). Physical condition commensurate with the demands of the position. 
E. The appointment of the County Comptroller shall commence on January 1, 2013 and shall expire on 
December 31, 2015.  Subsequent terms of office shall be for four (4) years.  
SECTION 5. Qualifications 
A. At the time of appointment, the County Comptroller shall have the following training and/or experience: 
(1). Graduation from a regionally accredited college or university, or one accredited by the New York State 
Board of Regents to grant degrees, with a Master’s Degree in Accounting, Public Administration or Business 
Administration or a related field, which must have included or been supplemented by at least twelve credits in 
accounting AND four (4) years of paid full-time supervisory experience in preparing and maintaining financial 
accounts and records, which must have involved preparation of financial statements as well as other accounting 
activities, two (2) years of which shall be in governmental accounting; OR 
(2). Graduation from a regionally accredited college or university, or one accredited by the New York State 
Board of Regents to grant degrees, with a Bachelor’s Degree in Accounting, Public Administration or Business 
Administration or a related field which, must have included or been supplemented by at least twelve credits in 
accounting AND six (6) years of paid full- time supervisory experience in preparing and maintaining financial 
accounts and records, which must have involved preparation of financial statements as well as other accounting 
activities, two (2) years of which shall be in governmental accounting; OR 
(3) Graduation from the regionally accredited college or university, or one accredited by the New York State 
Board of Regents to grant two year degrees, with an Associate’s Degree in Accounting, Public Administration 
or Business Administration or a related field which, must have included or been supplemented by at least twelve 
credits in accounting AND eight (8) years of paid full-time supervisory experience in preparing and maintaining 
financial accounts and records, which must have involved preparation of financial statements as well as other 
accounting activities, two (2) years of which shall be in governmental accounting; OR 
(4). Ten (10) years of paid full-time supervisory experience in preparing and maintaining financial accounts and 
records, which must have involved preparation of financial statements as well as other accounting activities, 
two (2) years of which shall be in governmental accounting; OR 
(5). An equivalent combination of training and experience as defined by the limits of 1, 2, 3 and 4 above. 
The County Comptroller shall be appointed on the basis of these and such other qualifications as may be 
required for the responsibilities of the Office. 
B. The appointee’s domicile need not be in Schuyler County at the time of appointment but shall become so 
within ninety (90) days of the appointment and remain so during his or her term of office. Failure to be 
domiciled or to remain so in Schuyler County as stated herein shall be cause for dismissal by the Schuyler 
County Legislature without other or further notice. 
SECTION 6. Salary 
The County Comptroller shall receive an annual salary to be fixed by the Schuyler County Legislature. 
SECTION 7. Powers and Duties 
A. Without curtailing, diminishing or transferring the powers of any elected or appointed County official, the 
County Comptroller shall be responsible for the overall administration of the County government finances. 
B. The County Comptroller shall perform all the duties now and hereafter conferred or imposed upon the Office 
by law and directed by the County Legislature and shall have all the powers and perform all the duties 
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necessarily implied or incidental thereto. Among such powers and duties, but not by way of limitation, are the 
following: 
(1). have general superintendence over the fiscal affairs of the County. 
(2). keep books and records at the expense of the County showing all appropriations, funds and expenditures 
together with the name of the claimant and the amounts and nature thereof; 
(3). keep a separate account for each County officer or department and special funds;  
(4). keep a record of all bonded indebtedness and other loans and conduct the sale of all bonds pursuant to the 
provisions of the local finance law; 
(5). procure bank statements from depositaries of County funds at least once a month and reconcile them with 
the books and records; 
(6). at least annually review all books and records, vouchers and other papers pertaining to the money, funds 
and property of the County and render a report thereon to the Schuyler County Legislature as to whether proper 
books and records have been kept and all moneys and property of the County accounted for; 
(7). cause to be printed within thirty (30) days after the close of the fiscal year for distribution to the Schuyler 
County Legislature, County officers and the public, a verified statement in summary form showing the receipts 
of money from all sources, the expenditures and balances by funds, and bonded indebtedness together with the 
terms of payment and the balance unpaid and such other information as may be deemed proper or directed by 
the Schuyler County Legislature. 
(8). perform such additional and related duties as may be prescribed by law or directed by the Schuyler County 
Legislature. 
C. The County Comptroller shall, before he or she enters upon the duties of his or her Office, take the 
constitutional Oath of Office and execute to the County and file an official undertaking as provided in Section 
Eleven of the Public Officers Law. 
D. The County Comptroller within ten days after entering upon the duties of his or her Office shall appoint a 
Deputy Comptroller meeting the minimum qualifications established by Civil Service. Such appointment shall 
be in writing under his or her hand and seal and be filed and recorded in the office of the County Clerk. He or 
she shall perform such duties as may be assigned by the Comptroller, and during the temporary absence of the 
Comptroller he or she shall act as the Comptroller. 
SECTION 8. Acting County Comptroller 
In the event of a vacancy in the Office of County Comptroller or inability of the incumbent to perform and 
exercise the powers and duties of the Office of Comptroller, the Deputy Comptroller may continue to act as 
Comptroller or another qualified County Officer may be appointed Acting County Comptroller by the Schuyler 
County Legislature provided there is no incompatibility of office under the law. 
SECTION 9. No Divestiture of Powers And Duties of Legislature 
Nothing contained in this local law shall operate or be construed to divest the Schuyler County Legislature of 
any of its functions, powers and duties. 
SECTION 10. Severability of Provisions 
If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section or part of this local law shall be adjudged by any court 
of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, such judgment, decree, or order shall not affect, impair of invalidate the 
remainder thereof, but shall be confirmed in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, section 
or part thereof directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment, decree or order have been rendered. 
SECTION 11. Construction of Local Law 
A. This law shall be liberally construed to effectuate the purposes thereof and to provide an appointive chief 
fiscal officer in compliance with the requirements of law. 
B. It is intended that through this law all duties associated with the elective Office of County Treasurer be 
transferred to the appointive Office of County Comptroller. 
SECTION 12. Conflict With Previous Local Laws and Resolutions 
In the event of a conflict or inconsistency between this local law and any previous local laws or resolution of the 
County Legislature, this local law shall govern. 
SECTION 13. Referendum 
A. The local law shall be placed on the ballot for the election to be held on November 6, 2012. 
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B. The form of the proposition shall be as follows: “Shall the elective Office of County Treasurer be abolished 
and the appointive Office of County Comptroller be created in Schuyler County as approved by the Schuyler 
County Legislature in Local Law No.  , 2012” 
SECTION 14. Effective Date 
A. This local law shall take effect when all applicable statutory requirements for its passage and adoption have 
been complied with fully; and 
B. This local law shall take effect when it has been duly filed in the Office of the Secretary of State and as 
provided by this local law. 
Vote 8-0. 
DISCUSSION:  Legislator Gifford stated that the public needs to understand that the Legislature has had a bad 
audit report for years.  They had to listen and receive reports stating that the Treasurer’s Office is four years 
behind with the report to the State, and the audits reported major deficiencies in that department for years.  The 
responsibility lies with the Legislature and not the Treasurer.  We cannot set back and allow this to continue 
without doing something about it.  The past Elected Official assured us that there would be steps taken to rectify 
the reported deficiencies and nothing was done.  To get a person to run in this County with the needed 
qualifications is going to be tough.  This step is a step that the Legislature has wanted to take for years.  We had 
checking accounts that were not reconciled.  It is areas like this where miss-use can occur.  This Legislature is 
acting in a responsible way, as we have seen what has happened in the past.  This needs to happen.   

Legislator Halpin thanked the public in attendance and told them it is nice to see them present.  She 
reiterated the need for an appointed Treasurer.   

Mr. Paul Marcellus said he would like to hear what the auditing firm finds annually.  He remembers the 
audit costing the County about $60,000 a year.  Chairman Fagan noted that there are inflated costs due to the 
level of deficiencies that have to be corrected by the auditing firm.  Legislator Gifford stated that this is not all 
about qualifications.  It is about deficiencies as well.  He feels they need to have reliability.   

Mr. Alan Hurley stated that he read the audit and on page five there was action to be taken by the 
Legislature and it did not occur.  Legislator Barnes tried to explain that we are stepping up to the plate by taking 
these steps by creating the Comptroller position.  Chairman Fagan informed Mr. Hurley that the County did hire 
a contractual accountant to help the current Treasurer prepare for the year-end audit.   

Mr. Mike Davis asked how the new Treasurer is doing now.  He voted for him and he seems to be doing 
a  good job.  He feels the voters should have a chance to vote on this position and would like it to stay that way.    
NEW BUSINESS:  None. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  None.

Legislator Halpin read from a hand out she received at Cornell Cooperative Extension regarding

The October 9, 2012 Regular Meeting of the Schuyler County Legislature was called to order at 6:30 
p.m. by Chairman Fagan.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Legislator Halpin and followed by a Moment of 
Silence.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:   

The Legislative Chambers was full with public in attendance.  A number of realtors were present to 
express their concern about the Local Law to amend the Watershed Local Law.  Mr. Alan Hurley handed out a 
list of questions on a number of the introductions on the agenda that is on file in the Legislative Office.   The 
Clerk directed him to the Resolution packet that supplied all of his answers.  All of his questions were answered 
to his satisfaction by Chairman Fagan, or Administrator O’Hearn.   

Mr. David Reed, former Town of Cayuta Supervisor, asked if the change with the Community College 
charge backs was just a money issue.  He feels the Towns are being forced to bail out the County’s financial 
problems.  This idea had been threatened in the past similar to the example of SCOPED funding.  He told the 
Legislature that the Towns are all in the same shape, now you are forcing this on them.  If indeed this can be 
done, he feels it should have been done a long time ago. Mr. Reed’s concern is that some of the figures 
discussed could bankrupt some of the Towns.  He stated that when he left the town of Cayuta, they had a decent 
size fund balance.  That balance should have been enough until Wagner Lumber went back on the tax rolls.  The 
Town of Cayuta is a town that carried zero debt when he was the supervisor.  He then explained his reasoning 
for never joining the County Wide Assessment program in the past.  He did not feel the total savings was worth 
the tax payer’s money to have to run to Watkins Glen to do any business.  He wanted his own assessor and his 
board to be held accountable. In his point of view, this is just a blind side and is coming out of nowhere.  He 
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asked the Legislature if this was a onetime bail out or if this would be business as usual from now on?

Karius agreed.  The Clerk informed them that this is a public hearing and they could not make a motion to table 
the Resolution until it is on the floor after the hearing.  She also informed the Legislators that if they chose to 
table this and make the slightest change to it, it will then need to be re-introduced and start over again with the 
process.  Chairman Fagan requested that they hear from the public first as that is the purpose of a Public 
Hearing.  He then asked Darrel Sturges or Jim Howell, from the Watershed Department, who were both in 
attendance to speak on the Local law.  Darrel Sturges, Watershed Inspector, explained a little bit of the history 
and some of the changes included in the new Local Law.  Mr. Jim Halpin asked how extensive the problem is.  
Darrel Sturges replied that he did not have the exact numbers.  Mr. Halpin said he cannot believe this 
Legislature, over the last 30 to 40 years it has done nothing to make life easier in our community.  Everything 
you do adds costs and puts another burden on the tax payers.  Ms. Vicky Schamel, a realtor, stated that she just 
received the new Local Law today and after her initial review she has a number of concerns.  She feels this new 
law will make doing business much tougher in our County.  Cottages that have been winterized would have to 
be opened and water tests completed.  She gave a number of scenarios that would complicate the real estate 
transactions.  She suggested that realtors and bankers be invited to set down and provide input.  She 
complimented the Watershed staff and wished that Code Enforcement operated in the same fashion.   Ms. 
Schamel stated that if the Local Law as written was adopted, the County would have to employ more than the 
two employees that are there now.  Mr. Jim Howell, Watershed Inspector Assistant, stated that he wrote the 
original Local Law of 1994 that is in the process of being changed.  He explained that there is a loop hole that 
had been discovered and needs to be tightened up.  It is not his intention or the Legislature’s to add undo work 
for anyone.  They do not want the septic systems to be used as a tool for negotiation during transactions.  As it 
is written, it can be.  Ms. Schamel stated that cash transactions need to be quick.  New York State is an “as is” 
State.  She asked again that this be tabled for further discussion and asked to be a part of that.  A number of 
additional comments and opinions were stated from others present.  Legislator Gifford stated that the 
Legislature has been discussing unfunded mandates versus mandated costs and well this is one of them.  With 
no further comments, the public hearing closed at 7:09 p.m.

No. 7/Local Law No.   of the Year 2012, together 
with the required text thereof in the official county newspaper. 

LOCAL LAW INTRO. NO. 7/LOCAL LAW NO.    OF THE YEAR 2012 
A Local Law Amending Local Law No. 3 of the Year 1994 titled “Watershed Protection Law” to 1) 

eliminate Article 4 (Nuisances), 2) Update Appendix 75-A; 3) add Mandatory Real Property Transfer 
Evaluations for both Water and Wastewater Systems Article 4 (Real Property Transfers); and 4) add 
Requirements for Land Application of Septage Biosolids Article 5 
SECTION 1. Legislative Intent 
1.2 Statement of Purpose 
1. The purpose of the Watershed Protection Law shall be to protect public health, protect ground and surface 
water resources, and to minimize threats to the drinking water supplies of Schuyler County. 
1.9 Definitions 
 10. “Design Flow” shall mean the anticipated wastewater generated from a structure based upon 
Appendix 75-A, NYS DEC guidelines “Standards for Waste Treatment Works” or current reference, or by 
calculated use data. 
 13. “Enhanced Treatment Units” shall mean pre-manufactured units that provide treatment of 
wastewater with a greater reduction of biochemical oxygen demand and total suspended solids than a traditional 
septic tank, prior to soil dispersal. Such units must also conform to NYS DOH requirements. 

14. “Facility” shall mean one or several structures under common ownership and contiguous parcel 
boundaries, utilized for common or related function. 
 34. “Recreational Vehicle” shall mean a motorized or non-motorized, wheeled vehicle or trailer used for 
camping or other recreational activity and containing any water or wastewater fixtures. 
 37. “Septage Biosolids” shall mean the digested contents of a septic tank which may be used for 
beneficial use. 

42. “Wastewater” shall mean water borne waste discharged from a toilet, sink, lavatory, dish and 
laundry washing machine, the water carried waste from any other fixture or equipment or machine, from 
residential and commercial structures, with or without the admixture of industrial wastes; excludes municipal 
wastewater treatment facilities and sewers, surface and subsurface stormwater, and wastewater produced as a 
result of generally accepted agricultural activities. 
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43. “Wastewater treatment system” shall mean the complete system of piping, tanks, devices and other 

elements used in the handling, conveyance, storage, distribution, treatment, disposal and/or dispersal of 
wastewater. 
2.1.1 Exposure, Discharge and Disposal of Wastewater 
 1. No person shall discharge, permit, or cause to be discharged untreated wastewater onto the surface of 
the ground or into any street, road, alley, open excavation, storm water drain, drainage ditch, adjacent property, 
watercourse, lake or groundwater. 
 2. All wastewater within Schuyler County shall be adequately handled and/or treated by a system of 
chemical, biological and physical processes to generally satisfy all applicable state and federal standards prior to 
disposal and/or dispersal. 
 3. Any structure(s) or facility(s) producing wastewater with a design flow less than 1000 gallons per day 
shall require a wastewater treatment system(s). 
 4. Any structure(s) or facility(s) producing wastewater with a design flow greater than 1000 gallons per 
day shall submit all application, design and applicable compliance documentation to the Watershed Protection 
Agency when such documentation is necessary for system use or modification by the NYS DEC and/or NYS 
DOH. All applicable design references shall be submitted to the Watershed Protection Agency as early in the 
design process as possible, but no later than 30 days prior to anticipated discharge. All system modification 
compliance documentation shall be submitted to the Watershed Protection Agency at the time of submission to 
the applicable State office. A construction permit from the Watershed Protection Agency may not be required or 
these systems. 
 9. An additional area of one hundred (100) percent shall be set aside for future expansion or replacement 
for all new construction. 
2.1.2 Construction Permit and Inspection Requirements 
 1. No person shall undertake to construct, repair, replace or modify a wastewater treatment system 
without first having obtained a “Wastewater Treatment System Construction Permit” upon forms provided by 
the Watershed Protection Agency; excluding the repair or replacement of septic tank baffles, effluent filter, 
distribution device or component piece within an enhanced treatment unit. Under no circumstances shall this 
construction permit preclude the need to obtain additional regulatory permits, or supplant the applicability of 
additional local, state and federal regulatory requirements. 
2.1.3 Certificate to Operate 
 1. For all properties issued a Construction Permit, following construction inspection and prior to system 
use, a “Certificate to Operate” shall be provided by the Watershed Protection Agency.  
 2. It is the owner’s/operator’s responsibility to maintain the wastewater treatment system in accordance 
with the approved permit and within the conditions of the “Certificate to Operate.” 
 3. The “Certificate to Operate” shall not be construed as a guarantee or assurance by the Schuyler 
County Watershed Protection Agency that the system will function satisfactorily for any given period of time. 

4. The “Certificate to Operate” may be revoked by the Watershed Protection Agency on the basis of 
wastewater being discharged onto the surface of the ground or into surface waters thereby creating a public 
health hazard or nuisance. 
 5. A “Certificate to Operate” may not be required for a system serving a facility discharging wastewater 
from an establishment approved or operated by a State or Federal Agency. 
2.1.4 Certificate of Compliance – Change of Use or Structure 
 1. No structure shall be converted, replaced, or altered, or enlarged so as to potentially increase the 
design flow beyond the existing Certificate to Operate without first having obtained a Certificate of 
Compliance.  
Such actions include, but are not limited to; adding a bedroom(s), installing high yield water fixtures, complete 
home replacement, complete home renovation, or altering a seasonal structure to accommodate year round use. 
 2. In the event no Certificate to Operate has been issued for the structure, the owner/applicant shall 
allow an evaluation of the existing wastewater treatment system and or shall allow a soil evaluation to be made 
by the regulatory officer. 
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 3. A Certificate of Compliance shall not be issued until the regulatory officer has evidence indicating 
that the wastewater treatment system meets all applicable minimum standards. The regulatory officer may 
require evidence be provided by a design professional. 
 4. All projects proposed requiring a Certificate of Compliance, which increase the potential wastewater 
flows, shall meet design standards for new construction systems. The regulatory officer may require an upgrade 
of the system prepared and submitted by design professional to obtain a waiver. 
2.4 Enhanced Treatment Units (ETU) 
 1. ETU’s shall have a label indicating compliance with the standards for a Class 1 unit as described in 
the National Sanitation Foundation (NSF) International Standard 40 or equivalent testing. 
 2. Use of ETU’s shall utilize the design criteria in Appendix 75-A for new and replacement systems. 
 3. A visual and audio warning device shall be installed in a conspicuous location so that activation of 
such warning device will alert property occupants of ETU malfunction or failure. All warning devices shall be 
wired separately from the ETU so that disconnecting the ETU from electricity will activate the warning device. 
 4. All ETU’s shall have a continuous maintenance and service contract agreement with an authorized 
contractor. Each ETU shall be serviced and maintained by the authorized service contractor pursuant to the 
ETU’s manufacturer’s recommendations. 
 5. It is the owner’s responsibility to supply a copy of the service contract to the Watershed Protection 
Agency to verify that a continuous contract exists for the ETU. Upon expiration or termination of a contract the 
owner shall provide a copy of the new service contract. 
 6. It is the service provider’s responsibility to supply a copy of all service and maintenance reports to the 
Watershed Protection Agency within 6 months of the date of service. 
 7. Failure to have and maintain a maintenance and service contract can cause performance and system 
failure, leading to unnecessary repair and replacement costs and/or public health and water quality impairments. 
Therefore failure to maintain and provide ETU records shall be a violation of the Watershed Protection Law and 
shall be punishable as indicated in Article I, Section 1.5. 
2.10 Recreational Vehicles 
 1. No person shall connect or discharge the wastewater from more than one recreational vehicle into a 
wastewater treatment system for more than three consecutive days without prior approval from the Watershed 
Protection Agency. Excluded from these requirements are NYS DOH regulated campgrounds. 
 2. Each recreational vehicle beyond one connected to a wastewater treatment system shall conform to 
the requirements listed in Section 2.1.4. The design flow for each recreational vehicle shall be a minimum of 55 
gallons per day. 

3. The use of a wastewater treatment system as a dumping station for recreation vehicles or similar 
temporary toilet facilities is specifically prohibited. 
Article 4 – Real Property Transfers and System Evaluations 
4.1 General Provisions 
 1. Any person or entity transferring to any other person or entity the title to real property without first 
conducting an evaluation of the water and wastewater treatment system(s) and receiving a certificate of 
compliance issued by the Watershed Protection Agency shall be in violation of this local law. When required 
for any real estate transaction or refinancing, only a regulatory officer of the Schuyler County Watershed 
Protection Agency is authorized to evaluate and/or certify the operation of a wastewater treatment system. 
 2. Prior to transfer, the water supply shall comply with bacteriological drinking water standards for 
potability and the wastewater treatment system shall meet basic sanitary conditions and operation standards 
established by the Watershed Protection Agency. 
 3. Corrective actions for any deficiencies found during the evaluation of the water and wastewater 
system shall be the responsibility of the owner of record, unless otherwise contractually agreed. 
4.2 Certificate of Compliance 
 1. To obtain a certificate of compliance, all septic or holding tanks must be pumped by a DEC licensed 
waste hauler at least ten (10) days prior to the date of closing and inspected by the regulatory officer. The 
property owner or DEC-licensed waste hauler must give the regulatory officer at least 24 hours notice to 
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arrange for inspection of the tank at time of pumping. Septic tank pumpout and inspection is valid for one (1) 
year. 
 2. Additional inspection and evaluation requirements, such as system dye test or visual inspection of 
absorption system components may be necessary. All real property transfer evaluations shall be conducted in 
accordance with the ‘Watershed Protection Agency Policy and Procedures’ as approved by the Board of Health. 
 3. Additional tank volume may be required to be installed by the regulatory officer. Total storage 
volume of a septic tank shall be within 250 gallons of the minimum volume requirements of the applicable use 
and design standard. Minimal tank volume is currently 750 gallons and or which is subject to change within 
Policy and Procedures document. 
 4. If the wastewater treatment system is determined to be operating unsatisfactorily or inadequately, a 
written Notice of Violation may be served and a Compliance Agreement specifying corrective action must be 
obtained prior to property transfer or refinancing closing. 
 5. For enhanced treatment units, the new owner must send a signed copy of a service contract to the 
regulatory officer within 30 days after property transfer. 
 6. A certificate of compliance shall be considered valid for a period of six months from the date of 
issuance. No guarantee of continued wastewater system performance or water potability is made or implied 
through the issuance of a certificate of compliance. 
4.3 Conditional Certificate of Compliance 
 1. Certain conditions, such as building vacancy, deep snow or excessive vegetative growth, may require 
a provisional evaluation. In these situations the regulatory officer shall issue a conditional certificate of 
compliance which shall include all system information available at the time of the request.  Prior to property 
transfer, involved parties should specify and agree in writing, or through an escrow account, on all financial 
responsibilities related to any potential corrective action. A complete inspection shall be made when conditions 
allow or as specified in the conditional certificate.  Corrective action of any deficiencies or violations found and 
all service fees shall be the responsibility of the owner of record at the time of the evaluation, unless otherwise 
contractually agreed. 
4.4 Water Supplies 
 1. Any person offering property for sale or transfer shall provide a water supply which conforms to  
bacteriological standards for potable water and should implement any recommendations prescribed by the 
regulatory officer to bring the water system into compliance with the standards contained in 10NYCRR, 
Appendix 5-B. 
4.5 Exceptions to these Requirements 
 1. The following properties involved in a real property transfer shall not be required to be evaluated 
pursuant to this section: 

 a. Transfers of undeveloped properties with no water supplies or wastewater discharges; 
 b. Transfers of real property connected to an approved public water supply or a municipal or 
other special sewer system; however if the transferred property is served by either a public water or 
sewer system, but not both, than an evaluation and certification shall be required for the private system 
unless exempted hereunder. 
 c. Transfers in a foreclosure action and deeds given in lieu of foreclosure;  
 d. Transfers in connection with a partition action under Article 9 of the Real Property Actions 
and Proceedings Law; 
 e. Transfers pursuant to Article 11 of the United States Code; 
 f. Transfers of property acquired by a governmental assessing unit as the result of tax 
enforcement proceedings; 
 g. Transfers of property to any owner’s spouse, father, mother, daughter, son, grandfather, 
grandmother, grandson, granddaughter, sister or brother. 

Article 5 – Land Application of Septage Biosolids 
5.1 General Provisions 
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 1. Land application of septage biosolids is regulated by the NYS DEC under Environmental 
Conservation Law, 6 NYCRR Part 360, and all management practices shall be maintained in compliance with 
said regulations. 
 2. Any facility(s) engaged in land application of septage biosolids within Schuyler County shall register 
such properties with the Watershed Protection Agency on forms provided by the regulatory officer. 
 3.A registered facility shall provide to the Watershed Protection Agency a “Facility Management Plan” 
describing the proposed land management practices at regular intervals, preferably on a  three year basis. The 
management plan shall provide anticipated application rates, annual cropping plans, soil test results, crop 
nutrient requirements, techniques used for pathogen reduction, equipment and methods used for soil 
incorporation, number and storage capacity of vehicles used and shall include a detailed site plan, defining the 
entire application area, soils, drainage, topography, water supplies within 1000 feet of the application area and 
other features deemed necessary by the regulatory officer. The regulatory officer may require such plans to be 
developed by a certified nutrient management planner, a professional engineer or other professionally qualified 
individual. 
 4. An annual report shall be provided to the Watershed Protection Agency no later than 60 days after the 
first day of January following each year of operation. 
 5. The registered facility shall allow for inspection all land included in the Facility Management Plan 
annually and upon request by the regulatory officer. At the time of inspection, a review of the records will be 
made and compared with the management plan. Any deviation from the submitted plan resulting in an increased 
risk to public health shall be considered a violation and punishable as indicated in Article 1, Section 1.5. 
SECTION 2. Effective Date 

A. This local law shall take effect upon filing with the Office of the Secretary of State. 
NEW BUSINESS:  None. 
UNFINISHED BUSINESS:  None.  
REPORT ON STANDING COMMITTEES:   

Legislator Barnes reported as Chairman of the Public Safety/Criminal Justice Committee, that they will 
continue to gather data on the bath salts situation that we have a problem with in our County.  He participates in 
meetings with our Probation Department and Sheriff’s Department.  They are dealing with some serious issues.   
COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:   

Administrator O’Hearn reported that Consolidated Fiscal Application (CFA) process is moving along 
for the Regional Council. He expects an announcement after Dec 1st.  He reminded them that there is an 
Agricultural Awareness tour on October 19th.  He also reported that the Southern Tier Network is progressing 
along.  You can access a map at a new web site www.southerntiernetwork.org    Our Transportation numbers 
are up over 100 % from a year ago August.  The program continues to grow and seems to be gaining each 
month.    
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:  

Chairman Fagan wanted to provide his input in the reasoning behind the college charge backs to the 
Towns.  He stated that they approached the Towns last week, and the County has a legal right to do this.  He 
realizes that the town will have to take from the right pocket to pay the left on this issue, however if we all unite 
and make a louder voice to our leaders in Albany, maybe then we will be heard.  Our Governor continues to 
take credit for this tax cap, but is not providing the Counties with any relief.  The Counties and schools are the 
ones paying.  By forcing the tax cap on us, this will leave us with no choice but to remove beneficial programs, 
such as the Veterans Office, Sheriff Road Patrol, Highway, Youth Bureau and the Office for the Aging.    Our 
pension costs over the last three years have increased over 52%, and our child protective services has increased 
tremendously.  Mr. David Reed asked if legislators have talked to Senator O’Mara about this.  Chairman Fagan 
said yes, Senator O’Mara told him that it will not get through the State Assembly.  Legislator Barnes asked him 
if he knew what the tax cap was suppose to do.  Mr. Reed said yes, the county will be in control and the towns 
will not have a say in anything.  Legislator Barnes said it will force us and the towns to sharpen our pencils.  I 
am aware of one town that has bought three new dump trucks in the last ten years.  The County has not bought 
one.  Mr. Reed commented that some of the shared services in the County make sense, but some do not.  
Legislator Barnes stated that everyone has needs, but nobody wants to give up the power. Mr. Jim Halpin

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commented that the Legislature controls the number of employees.  Mr. Paul Marcellus asked if the Legislature 
has thought about defying the State.  Just not doing things or running programs.  Chairman Fagan said he would 
ultimately be the one to go to jail.   

Mr. Mark Rondinaro requested that the budget be put on our web page.  Administrator O’Hearn told him 
that it would be.  Mr. Rondinaro then asked if the Legislature would consider putting a survey out on the web 
asking for public input on the budget.  Legislator Gifford stated that they are a representative form of 
Government.  We are here to represent the public, and if you do not like us, then elect someone else.  Chairman 
Fagan stated that the budget will be up on the website after tomorrow’s Budget Workshop Meeting.   

Mr. Jim Halpin questioned the Legislature’s strategy with the community college charge backs and 
refusing to cut out non mandated costs.   

Mr. Jim Seafuse shared his disappointment with the Legislature regarding the tax cap override 
legislation.  He wanted to know if there was a salary schedule available on the web site or if he could obtain 
one.  Administrator O’Hearn said it could be made available to him.   

Ms. Vicky Schamel said she emphasized the need for County wide code enforcement as a good start for 
Shared Services.  Legislator Barnes stated that this has been discussed in the past.  However there are Towns 
that do not want to relinquish control.  The Town of Cayuta was one of them.   

Scott Yaw, from the Town of Dix, said this is the third County meeting he has attended.  He sits on the 
Town of Dix Board and he knows that there are a lot of things that get rubber stamped there.    He does not want 
to see tax increases either, but he would love to see this many people turn out to one of his town board meetings 
as people need to go to their local Governments and speak out.

SPECIAL MEETING 
OCTOBER 18, 2012 

 
The October 18, 2012 Special Meeting of the Schuyler County Legislature was called to order at 9:15 

a.m. by Chairman Fagan.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Legislator Yuhasz and followed by a Moment 
of Silence.  All Legislators were present.  County Administrator Tim O’Hearn, and County Attorney Geoffrey 
Rossi were also present.  
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:  

Mr. John VanSoest, Town of Catharine Supervisor, said he wished to discuss what was brought up at the 
first Management & Finance budget workshop held on October 10, 2012 regarding community college charge 
backs to the towns and changing the sales tax formula to the towns and villages.  He explained what had been 
discussed since then via emails and phone calls with the Chairman and the County Administrator.  He 
understands that the Legislature is looking at finding approximately $400,000 from the municipalities either 
way.  He feels there is big difference between the sales tax figures and the community college charge backs.  He 
reported that all of the town supervisors held a meeting last night with all of them present except the Town of 
Tyrone to discuss this.  They discussed the fact that the Legislature cannot change the sales tax for 2013, would 
you do it for 2014 instead, rather than do charge backs.  Over the long run a sales tax change would be the 
fairest for 2014, and there was a consensus to use something similar for 2013.  He did some quick number 
crunching for town assessments versus the method of per student.  He gave the figures based on the charge back 
method with an assessment of per 1,000 for each town.  With the charge back method you could ultimately hit 
one town seven times more than another with this transfer.  They had questions regarding how they could 
legally voluntarily give back sales tax in 2013 to the County.  Administrator O’Hearn said, with respect to 
apportionment by student population based on affidavits on file in the Treasurer’s office, it would have to be 
confirmed with each college.  Just because an affidavit is filed does not mean they are enrolled.  Resolutions 
would have to be done at the town level to apportionment and designate X amount of dollars that would be 
allocated towards the county tax levy based on an estimation of sales tax distribution.  The quarterly sales tax 
figures report for the month of September are down.  It maybe be more realistic for the Legislature to base it on 
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a ten million dollar figure, rather than 10.2 for 2013.  The variance is fairly close.  Mr. VanSoest reported that 
the group of supervisor’s other request was to know what the Legislature decides to do as soon as possible.  
Most towns would have to exceed their tax cap if this charge back occurs, but not necessarily for all.  
Administrator O’Hearn stated that in regards to the villages, if the County went with the sales tax method the 
villages would be impacted as well and they would need to agree to it.  Mr. VanSoest asked if there was any 
way to achieve the sales tax method at the end of the year 2013.  Administrator O’Hearn said if they chose to, 
the village budgets could be impacted by mid 2013.  The County has to give six months notice prior to the start 
of the next fiscal year, so they could impact the villages, but not the towns because we are past the six months 
right now.   
 Mr. Alan Hurley said he has reviewed the Performance Based Budget (PBB) that the Administrator 
supplied him and he wished to say he appreciates being able to speak and ask questions at these meetings.  He 
asked why there was a 136.6% increase in the Civil Service Office.  Administrator O’Hearn explained that the 
merge of the Human Resources Department and the Civil Service Department increased the personnel line item 
in Civil Service, and reduced the personnel figures for the Human Resources Department.  Mr. Hurley also 
asked about the 36% increase in the County Clerk’s office budget.  Administrator O’Hearn said he would have 
to review that and get back to him.  Mr. Hurley also wished to know if the PBB listed mandated versus non-
mandated programs.  He knows that Tompkins County has a list.  Administrator O’Hearn explained that some 
are not mandated, but have reimbursement tied to them, so it would be very confusing to do so.

However, if the governing body of every town in the county waives such section 1262(e) 
requirements and gives notice to the county of its waiver prior to the deadline, but the governing body of one or 
more villages does not waive those requirements or give notice to the county of its waiver prior to the deadline, 
then this resolution shall take effect June 1, 2013.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, if the governing body of any 
town does not waive those requirements or give notice to the county of its waiver prior to the deadline, then this 
resolution shall take effect January 1, 2014.  In addition to the county giving written notice to the towns and 
villages of its adoption of this resolution as required by such section 1262(e), the county shall timely advise the 
governing bodies of every town and village in the county when this resolution shall take effect, based on 
whether and when the governing bodies of the towns and villages have waived the section 1262(e) requirements 
and given notice to the county of their waivers prior to the deadline.

The December 10, 2012 Regular Meeting of the Schuyler County Legislature was called to order at 6:30 

p.m. by Chairman Fagan.  The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Legislator Larison and followed by a Moment 
of Silence.  All Legislators were present.  County Administrator Tim O’Hearn, and County Attorney Geoffrey 
Rossi were also present. 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:   

Mr. Alan Hurley, from the Town of Tyrone, read a letter he had written to the Legislature.  The letter is 
on file in the Legislative Office.    

Mrs. Angeline Franzese, from the Town of Dix, questioned the Chairman and the County Administrator 
about the amount of the tax levy increase.  She asked that the Legislature make additional cuts to the budget.   
She stated that the college charge back is forcing the Town of Dix to cut the cost of living adjustments to their 
employees, and she read an article that was published in the Watkins Review and Express, regarding the Town 
of Dix Budget.  She stated that she understands the difference between the tax rate and the tax levy.  She 
expressed concerns with the statement that taxes will not be going up.  She asked the County Administrator to 
explain how their tax bills may increase with the re-evaluations.  The County Administrator told Mrs. Franzese 
that this is time for public comment.  Mrs. Franzese stated that the County has done the re-evaluation on the 
businesses in our community.  She is a business owner in this community, and if you keep raising the taxes on 
the small businesses it will make it more difficult for us to operate.  She said she only sees more additions to the 
budget and she feels they need to make more cuts.  She then asked that the Legislature please vote no on this 
budget.   

Mr. Christopher Franzese, from the Town of Dix, commented about the “physical cliff” we hear so 
much about now on the television.  He talked about the Federal and State debt; your own figures continue to go 
up.    He requested they make more cuts from this budget as he feels next year will not be any easier for us.   

Chairman Fagan stated that the County had a State mandated cost increase of over fifty percent (50%), 
and our costs decreased by only one percent (1%).  We are doing our job, however our leaders at the State and 
Federal level are not.   

Mr. Hurley stated that we all have bills to pay.  He feels that all the Legislature is doing is passing the 
blame.  He asked that the Legislators go after this budget and make more cuts.   

Ms. Sue Brill, from the Town of Dix, read a quote about being angry and the blame being misplaced.  
She stated that there is money out there and it is not being distributed properly.  We cannot make the needed 
changes unless we all work together.  She said the County Legislature is not to blame.

DISCUSSION:  Legislator Halpin stated that the Legislature has spent a great deal of time on this budget.  She 
said there are very little non-mandated funds left in this budget.  Could we have cut more, yes we could have.  
However, that would have significantly had to cut the maintenance of roads and public safety.  At the Public 
Hearing I stated that until we get to the point that we cannot stay below the tax cap and are not able to provide 
the mandated services, the Government is not going to do anything about it.  I have some suggestions and 
offered ways to manage services.  We need to combine County and Towns.  We have not done enough to 
increase our tax base.  If our rates stay the same and our assessments go up, we have gained nothing.  With our 
standard tax base and no less spending, we will not accomplish anything.  In 2013 we need to work more on 
shared services.  Legislator Larison stated that Albany promised us they would do something about the 
unfunded mandates and they have not.  We are not able to run our County in a reasonable matter.  I did not like 
having to push the college charge backs to the Towns.  This is the best we can come up with and I will vote for 
the budget.  He commended the Administrator for his work on the budget.  Chairman Fagan said the $400,000 
is a burden on the towns, however if we maintained services and put it in the budget, the tax payers would have 
an increase.  The Towns have the ability to cut costs better than we do.  We are running so lean now, and that is 
not the case with the Towns.  We looked at the tax rates.  Towns went down and one remained the same.  It may 
not be the fairest way, and they preferred to do this through the sales tax, assessed value versus student 
population, but they could not.  Most of the students live in the area of the high schools.  For 2014 it will be a 
different formula for sales tax instead of the college charge backs.  It will reduce the towns portion from twenty 
four (24%) to twenty percent (20%).  The budget overall this year was very difficult.  We had child protective 
costs that were out of our control.  This is a hole too large to dig out of.  Legislator Halpin indicated a number 
of good issues, good ideas and various approaches.  We will look into these for next year’s budget if there are 
merits there, at the committee level.  He thanked all of the County Department Heads and staff.  We again have 
asked them to do more with less and they rise to the occasion.  He is very proud of their ability to deal with the 
public and continue to provide the services as they do.  He also appreciates the management staff for foregoing 
their pay raises again.  This is the second time in two years.  Legislator Barnes said that in regards to the Town 
of Dix, the biggest share of the college charge backs was to them and they found a way to cover it.  They 
changed their health insurance and did what the County does now with a PPO plan.  The employees will now be

contributing a portion of the costs.  How many of you have been to the Town Meetings before?  They have 
made cuts in the past and questions have not been asked.  They have huge assets and means to maintain the tax 
cap, The Town of Dix did a great job.  Others need to learn from that.  He felt the Town of Dix should be 
commended.  The towns need to be creative.  Maybe this will force some consolidations of services.

Chairman Fagan asked the Treasurer if the Lakes’ District 
treatments exceeding the revenues and if he used the fund balance to make up the difference.  The Treasurer 
said the Lakes’ District funds are in the General Funds, but in separate accounts.
