WHEREAS, the Southern Tier Central (STC) and Southern Tier East (STE) Regional Planning and
Development Boards are developing a multi-county, multi-regional Open Access fiber based
telecommunications and broadband project which integrates with the ION initiative that recently received a
$40M Federal Stimulus NTIA grant award in the first round of the Federa American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act funding, and

WHEREAS, the STC and STE Regiona Planning and Development Boards will be submitting a second
round stimulus application for an additional 30 million dollars to extend fiber infrastructure from the ION
network into key locations of our community, and

WHEREAS, it is their intent to use this fiber to support public safety, healthcare, education, municipal
collaboration, economic development and in general create a competitive advantage for our community, and

WHEREAS, should the grant application be successful, Schuyler County stands to benefit by achieving
enhanced emergency communications and broadband access capacity at a greatly reduced cost than would be
experienced without this partnership, and

WHEREAS, a local share not to exceed $188,370.00 is required, which represents a 20% local
commitment with an additional 10% provided by New Y ork State.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Chairman of the Schuyler County Legidature is
hereby authorized to submit a letter of intent to apply for said grant, subject to the approva of the Schuyler
County Attorney.

DISCUSSION: Administrator O’ Hearn apologized for the last minute submission of this Resolution. He
explained that Chairman Gifford and himself attended a meeting this past week regarding this. He literaly
received the final details on this late this afternoon and the dead line for the application is March 26™. The key
item of the application is for emergency communications. A number of Counties are going to move forward
with this, possibly eight. The figures are from the origina State Wide Wireless project versus the existing plan
in conjunction with the other eight (8) Counties. Corning, Inc. will be donating about nine million dollars of
fiber for the project. He feels the regional scope will make for a very attractive application. This Resolution
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tonight isjust asking for permission to apply for this at this point. He will have to come back to the Legislature
if it is awarded with a Resolution to accept it at a later date and commit the funds. Legislator Fagan questioned
the figures and what areas would be covered. Administrator O’ Hearn stated that it depends on the direction it
runs. He would think that once the fiber isin they may be able to use the existing sites to expand.

WHEREAS, closure, and the certain subsequent decay of Historic sites, which heretofore brought honor
to our forefathers and people, places and events in New York States long and storied history is unacceptable,
these sites deserve preservation in perpetuity.

WHEREAS, our Parks are our heritage, and a refuge, for all New Yorkers and must not be unduly
sacrificed annually, as Lawmakers make budget decisions that will long, affect posterity.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Schuyler County Legislature hereby supports a 2010
budget which averts State Park and Historic Site Closures as currently proposed by the Paterson Administration,
and

Legidator Karius stated that they have
forgotten who uses these parks. It is families, and cutting out parks is cutting out family time. Legislator
Larison stated that they have these parks and alot of families use them. He does not wish to see them closed.

While it seems appropriate and even perhaps
advisable to take grant money when it's available, the dire financial position of both the State and Federal

Government now requires both ethical as well as financial consideration when applying for grant monies. The

Nationa debt now stands at $12.7 trillion, in 2009 interest payments alone amounted to $348 billion. Last

year's annual deficit was #1.42 trillion. New York State has projected deficit for the next year of $82 hillion.

In addition | believe the Cooperative Extension’s expertise is needed much more in other more critical areas.

While a teaching garden is perhaps a way to improve lives it does not rise to the level of need that exists for

education regarding nutrition, drug use, illiteracy, teen pregnancy, parenting, and domestic violence, to name a

few. We dready have a teaching garden at the Human Service Complex and at least one additional community

garden in the County. An expanded garden at this time seems to me to be less than optimal use of tax payer
dollars. So, | will vote no on this Resolution. Legislator Fagan spoke in support of this Resolution and program
as there is no local share. Legislator Halpin stated that they still pay for it with income taxes. Legisator

The May 10, 2010 Regular Meeting was called to order by Chairman Gifford at 6:30 p.m. The Pledge
of Allegiance was led by Legislator Fagan and followed by a Moment of Silence. All Legislators were present
except Legidator Field who was excused. County Attorney James Coleman and County Administrator
O’'Hearn were a so present.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:

Mr. Ken Dillon said he would like to ask the Legislature if they would vote to approve the opposition of
the Anti Gun Legidation and any future Legislation please.

Ms. Lori Ellison, from the Town of Orange, said she is here to ask the County to do something about the
Rocky Roost Race Track in the Town of Orange. The dirt and noise is too much for the residents. The dust is
so bad that they cannot have any family picnics or anything in their backyards. The owner has no permits and
no insurance. She feels something needs to be done. The track also runs through a trout stream. Chairman
Gifford asked if there was any zoning laws in the Town of Orange to prohibit this. Ms. Ellison said there is not.
Chairman Gifford suggested contacting the Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) and report the
fact that the track runs through a trout stream. Ms. Ellison explained that when they call the Sheriff’s
Department, they are told that there is nothing they can do. Chairman Gifford explained that the County does
not have any control or jurisdiction over the town in this matter. Attorney Coleman aso explained why the
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DEC should be involved. He aso feels they could file a private nuisance suit against the owner. Ms. Ellison
asked how she could go about that? Attorney Coleman said to contact an attorney. They would have to make a
site visit to see for themselves and go from there. Ms. Ellison said she has contacted attorneys and they will not
take the case because there is no monetary value associated with this for them. She personadly filed a small
claims suit and lost. Legislator Fagan asked when the race track is used? Ms. Ellison said seven days a week
from 7:00 am. until 9:59 p.m. Legidlator Fagan then asked who the owner is. Ms. Ellison said it is a Wayne
Harvey.

Mr. Charles Wolson, also from the town of Orange, said this business owner advertises on his web site
the louder the pipes the better and that his mission is to upset his neighbors. Mr. Wolson wanted to know how
laws can be passed to protect the heath and welfare of people and nothing can get done about this? He owns
property that borders the track and those bikes are going 60 to 70 miles per hour. Residents cannot use their
backyards, they are useless now. Attorney Coleman stated that their first recourse is with the Town
Government. The County does not have zoning control. Mr. Wolson said the Board told them there is nothing
they can do. Attorney Coleman said the Town Board can pass alocal law and institute a noise ordinance. Ms.
Ellison stated that she is a board member of the Town of Orange and they are currently working on new laws
for the town.

Legislator Fagan said they should push for the Town to pass a Town ordinance on noise. He feelsthisis
a quality of lifeissue. Ms. Ellison gave other examples of how bad the situation is. Legislator Fagan said he
will ask Tim Hicks, the County’ s Watershed Director, to pay them avisit and make sure they are in compliance
with the County’s regulations. Maybe he could initiate some cooperation. Legislator Yuhasz suggested that
they seek out the board members individually and talk with them.

Legidlator Fagan stated that this is a good example of why they need land use control. The Council of
Governments has been working on this for awhile now. They need to hear your voice and your concerns.

Chairman Gifford ended the conversation by stating that the Legislature understands their position and
wishes there was something the County could do for them, but it is up to the Town.

direct fiscal relief to local Governments in New York State which helps ease the local property and sales tax
burden for al New Y orkers, and

experienced by State and local Governments due to further declines in tax revenues and increased demand for

The July 12, 2010 Regular Meeting was called to order by Chairman Gifford at 6:30 p.m. The Pledge of
Allegiance was led by Legislator Karius and followed by a Moment of Silence. All Legislators were present.
County Attorney James Coleman and County Administrator O’ Hearn were al so present.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:

John and Jackie Wickham were present to address the Legislature regarding the new proposed site for
the Dog Shelter in the Town of Catharine. John explained that they live at 2391 County Route 10, on the other
side of the road from the proposed new Dog Shelter location. They are not against the dog shelter and realize
the County needs a new facility. However, he wanted to point out some things that the Legislature may not be
aware of and should be considered before you pass the Resolution on the agenda tonight in support of the
shelter. In 2001, Dr. Fielder had opened the Vet Clinic at this site. It was against the Town of Catharine's
zoning ordinance. He had to get a variance from the Town. It, a the time, was alowed as residential
agricultural. He had to apply for a specia permit. The same applies to the facility now. There are a number of
issues that you need to be aware of. There are only two acres there with one house and three septics with grey
water. | know this is a Town of Catharine problem and not the County’s. There are eight houses within a
guarter mile. We are not against the dog shelter, but we need a place for twenty-four dogs barking round the
clock and thisis not a good place as there are residents there. That is unless we are going to receive some sort
of an assurance of a decimal rating. There are also traffic concerns during their spay and neuter clinic day.
There are about twenty to forty cars just during the time of the clinic. We pay about $9,000.00 per year for
taxes. We are just asking that before you approve the new Dog Shelter, some items need to be considered first.
Perhaps reword the Resolution. We are not alone, there are others that feel the same, just are not here with us
tonight. Chairman Gifford stated that the proposed Resolution is not approving the dog shelter, it just shows
our support of it. We don't have any say over the Town.

Jack Wilbur, a member of the Preserving the Finger Lakes Region Commission, addressed the
Legidature regarding concerns with the gas drilling. He showed an article he wrote that was published in the
Geneva Times on the front page. He expressed the concerns with the existing Finger Lakes Region. He feels
this needs to be looked at in the bigger picture. The gas drilling is defined as potential huge financial gains that
have been made over the past decade. He then showed a diagram of the Finger Lakes Region to put a
perspective on its size. We have natural beauty in the region and its watershed. Texas and the gulf have been
negatively impacted and will continue to be for along time. We have over twenty-two million visitors to our
region each year. He quoted numbers for tourism in various areas. He is concerned that people may choose to
leave our area, businesses will be affected, and wineries will lose revenue. Onondaga and Tomkins Counties
have asked for a stay to prevent drilling in their areas. Drilling may not be beneficia in the long run. Heis
asking the Legislature to declare a moratorium.

A Local Law to repeal and replace Local Law No. 4 of 1973 Titled Public Entertainment (outdoor) -
Regulation/Licensing
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the County of Schuyler as follows:
§ 1-2 Definitions.
Asused in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:
DAY
Any 24 consecutive hours or less,
EVENT
Any outdoor public entertainment, amusement, or assembly of individuals within the County of Schuyler
catering to the general public, but does not include a parade.
LICENSEE
Any person to whom alicense has been issued and remains in effect pursuant to this chapter.
PERMANENT VENUE
A permanent structure or facility for the conduct of events, which has been built and maintained in accordance
with the New Y ork State Fire Prevention and Building Code;
PERSON
Any individual, corporation, organization or entity of any kind.
§ 1-3 Prohibitions; permit required.
It shall be unlawful for any person to organize, promote, conduct or cause to be conducted an event within the
County of Schuyler, catering to the general public, which said person believes or has reason to believe will
attract 20,000 or more persons unless a permit has first been obtained pursuant to this chapter for the operation
of said outdoor public entertainment, amusement or assembly as provided by this chapter. Such permit shall be
required for each such outdoor event.
8§ 1-4 Filing of application; determination.
Written application for a permit for such outdoor event shall be made to the Schuyler County Legislature at
least 90 days or more prior to the first day upon which said event is to be held. Determination granting or
denying permits as herein provided for shall be made within 60 days after application therefor. No permits shall
be granted unless the applicant complies with al requirements of this chapter and unless such permit is granted
at least 30 days before the event. A determination of the application by the Schuyler County Legislature shall be
in writing.
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§ 1-5 Contents of application.

Applications for such permit shall be by verified petition addressed to the Schuyler County Legislature and shall
be filed in compliance with the provisions of § 1-4 of this chapter.

Such application shall include the following material:

A statement of the name, age and residence address of the applicant; if applicant is a corporation, the name of
the corporation, the names and addresses of directors, officers and stockholders owning 5% or more of the
number of shares outstanding of each class of stock; if the applicant is a partnership or other organized group of
individuals, the names, addresses and ages of each and every individual associated with the partnership or other
entity.

A statement containing the name and address of the record owner of the property upon which the event is to
occur and the nature and interest of the applicant therein; the names and addresses of al adjoining property
owners; the proposed dates and hours of such event; the expected maximum number of persons intended to use
the property at one time and collectively; the expected number of automobiles and other vehicles intended to
use the property at one

time and collectively; the purpose of the function, including the nature of the activities to be carried on and
admission fees to be charged, if any.

An occupationa survey map prepared by a professional engineer licensed by the State of New Y ork showing
the size of the property, the names of the record owners of the adjoining properties; the streets or highways
abutting said property; the size and location of any existing building, buildings or structures or other facilities to
be erected thereon for the purpose of the assembly; the placement of the proposed distribution system of water;

A detailed plan and statement with drawings showing the methods to be used for the disposal of sanitary
sawage.

A detailed plan and statement with drawings showing the distribution and supply system for supply, storage,
treatment and distribution of drinking water.

(6)

A detailed plan and statement with drawings showing the layout of any parking area for automobiles and other
vehicles and the methods of traffic control to be used thereon. Such parking area shall provide parking space of
acceptable size for one motor vehicle for every four personsin attendance.

(7)

A detailled plan and statement with drawings showing the facilities for the preparation, storage, sale and
distribution of food and the means of servicing such area. Such plan shall aso detail the method and means of
disposing of any garbage, trash, rubbish or other refuse.

8

A detailed plan and statement fully describing any private security personnel who will be engaged by the
applicant to serve on or about the site during the event and the qualifications and source of such personnel.

)

A detailed plan and statement providing for fire protection, specifying the location of fire lanes, water supply
and equipment or apparatus to be available for such purposes.

(10)
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A detailed plan and statement specifying the facilities to be available for medical, surgical, nursing and
ambulance service. Applicant shall furnish to the Schuyler County Legislature the addresses of al doctors,
nurses, pharmacists and ambulance services applicant will provide for event, prior to issuance of a permit.

(11)

A detailed description of al insurance policies and surety bonds to be provided by the application for the
protection of the general public, the County of Schuyler and its various public bodies, and the town and village
within which such event is to be held.

(12)

A verified statement from the landowner and the applicant to the town and village within which the event is
held and the County of Schuyler to permit the town, village and county and their lawful agents to go upon the
property for the purpose of inspecting the same to determine if there is compliance with the requirement of this
chapter and the permit, if granted; providing adequate police and fire protection; and protecting persons and
property from danger.

(13)

A verified statement that the applicant will specify in all advertising and promotional endeavors the limitation
of the number of ticketsto be sold or otherwise issued as specified in the permit.

8 1-6 Insurance and sureties.

A.

A person wanting to conduct an event shall, no later than 45 days before the first scheduled day of the event,
provide the county with a policy of insurance showing comprehensive liability coverage of not less than
$1,000,000 per occurrence and $3,000,000 in the aggregate and naming the County and the town and village in
which the event is to be held as additional insured. Each policy of insurance shall contain clauses to the effect
that such insurance shall be primary without right of contribution of any other insurance made by or on behalf
of the County with respect to its interest, and that it shall not be canceled, including, without limitation, for
nonpayment of premium, or materially amended, without 30 days' prior written notice to the County, directed to
the County Administrator’ s office.

B.

A person wanting to conduct an event shall, no later than 45 days before the first scheduled day of the event,
deposit with the Schuyler County Treasurer cash or good surety company bond, approved by the County of
Schuyler, in a sum not less than $100,000 as the Legislature may reasonably require, to insure that no damage
will be done to any public or private property and that the person conducting the event will not permit any litter,
debris or other refuse from the event to remain upon any public or private property. The cash shall be refunded
or surety company bond canceled upon certification by the County Administrator that al conditions of this
chapter have been complied with following the event. Such surety bond or cash shall serve as an indemnity to
save and protect the streets, pavements, bridges, road signs and other property of the County of Schuyler and
the town and village within which such event is to be held, and any other town and village within the county,
from any and all damage that may be caused by vehicles, employees or participants in such event and to be
used, if necessary, to restore the ground where such event is held to a sanitary condition and pay all charges and
losses to the County and its respective towns and villages for damages to streets, pavements, bridges and other
property, including reimbursement for Schuyler County Sheriff personnel. No such bond may be cancelable
unless on 30 days written notice to the county; and no such bond shall be cancelable or canceled until a
replacement or equivalent bond or better is in effect prior to the cancellation. In no event shall any bond be
canceled or cancelable less than thirty days prior to the first day of the event. If the event or its preparation,
termination, clean-up or other consequences of the event necessitate the employment of county, town or village
personnel or equipment or outside personnel or equipment by such county, town or village, such expense shall
be recoverable from the principal and/or its surety. The deposit or its balance is to be returned when the County
Administrator has determined that no such damage has been done and that the County did not incur such
additional expense due to the event or that the costs of the above have been paid by the person conducting the
event.

§ 1-7 Granting of permit.
A.
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If a permit is approved by the Schuyler County Legislature, such permit shall set forth the maximum number of
persons to be permitted to attend the event. The Schuyler County Legislature, in determining such maximum
limit, shall take into consideration the capacity of the site and of available public highways, and parking
facilities, and other means of transportation to and from the site. The applicant shall limit all ticket sales to such
maximum number and shall include such limitation in all advertising. Applicant shall specify in all advertising
and promotional endeavors the limitation on number of tickets to be sold or otherwise issued. A permit must be
approved by resolution of the Schuyler County L egislature and signed by the County Administrator and County
Attorney.

B.

A permit will be approved by the Schuyler County Legidature if the application provides the materias
mandated by this chapter and if, no later than 30 days prior to the first scheduled day of the event, the applicant
fileswith the

Schuyler County Legislature the following:

All required New Y ork State Department of Health permits.

Proof that the applicant has complied with the New Y ork State Environmental Quality Review Act.

Proof that the applicant has complied with all other applicable New York State, federal and local laws and
regulations.

(4)

Proof that the applicant complies with the requirement that the event will be held on a parcel or parcels of
property adequately sized to accommodate the individuals anticipated to attend the event.

§ 1-8 Fees.

A.

The application form required by 8 1-5 of this chapter shall be accompanied by a nonrefundable fee as stated
herein below. Such fee may be changed from time to time by resolution of the County Legislature.

B.

If the County is the lead agency for SEQRA purposes for any event, the person filing the application form shall,
upon receiving notification from the county that the county is the lead agency, pay the county the sum of
$25,000 to compensate the county for expenses incurred in processing the application and in acting as lead
agency, and shall reimburse the County for any such expenses incurred above that amount through use of the
county's own personnel, through consultants for legal, engineering, public safety, technical or other matter
relating to the SEQRA process, or other related expenses.

C.

If the county is not the lead agency, then the applicant shall be required to pay to the county the sum of $5,000
to compensate the county for its expenses in processing the application, and shall reimburse the county for any
such expenses incurred above that amount through use of the County's own personnel or through consultants for
legal, engineering, public safety, technical or other matters relating to the SEQRA process, or other related
expenses.

§ 1-9 Indemnification.

A person conducting an event shall, not less than 45 days prior to the first scheduled day of the event, sign an
agreement to defend and indemnify the county and the town and village in which the event is to take place
against all claimsthat may arise as aresult of the event.

§ 1-10 Denial of permit.

The permit shall not be granted if any of the items set forth in said application are determined by the Schuyler
County Legislature to be insufficient to properly safeguard the safety, health, welfare and well being of persons
or property, or do not comply with any of the requirements of this chapter, or are knowingly false, misleading or
fraudulent.

§ 1-11 Suspension or revocation of permit.
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If, after a permit is issued, the Schuyler County Legislature determines that any of the items required as a
condition of the permit is not adhered to or accomplished within the required time limits, or if any of the
contracts, leases or other arrangements for provision of services and facilities, or any insurance or surety bond,
shall become insufficient or terminated prior to completion of the event, or if the application is found to be
false, misleading or fraudulent, in whole or in part, or if it is determined to be necessary to preserve the health,
safety and/or welfare of persons or property, then this permit may immediately thereupon be suspended or
revoked by resolution of the Schuyler County Legislature.
§ 1-12 Enforcement; penalties for offenses.
A.
Any person, persons, corporation, organization, landowner or lessee who shall organize, promote, conduct or
cause to be conducted an outdoor event within the County of Schuyler catering to the general public for which
said person, persons, corporation, organization, landowner or lessee believes or has reason to believe will attract
20,000 or more persons or which does in fact attract 20,000 or more persons, without having a current, written
permit, issued in accordance with the provisions of this chapter, shall be deemed to have violated this chapter.
Any person who commits or permits any act in violation of any of the provisions of this chapter shall be deemed
to have violated this chapter and shall be liable for the penalties provided. A separate offense against this
chapter shall be deemed committed on each day during or on which the violation occurs or continues. A
separate penalty may be imposed for each separate offense.
B.
Each violation of a provision of this chapter shall be subject to afine of up to $10,000 for each occurrence.
C.
The civil penalty and/or fine may be deducted from the bond or cash deposit, at the county's discretion.
D.
In addition to the above-provided penalties, the Schuyler County Legislature may also maintain an action or
proceeding in a court of competent jurisdiction to compel compliance with or to restrain by temporary
restraining order and/or by injunction the violation of this chapter.
E.
County officials shall have the right to inspect the premises at any time to ensure proper issuance of the permit,
and at all times thereafter.
§ 1-13 Series permit.
The county may issue a single permit for a series of events in one calendar year by an applicant, upon
compliance with this within local law, plus a showing that all of the events scheduled or anticipated to be
scheduled will comply with the statute and will not deviate from the representations filed with the Schuyler
County Legislature in the application form.
§ 1-14 Permanent venues.
A.
Information to be submitted.
(1)
An applicant for a permanent venue permit shall comply with the application process hereinabove or, in lieu
thereof, shall provide the County Administrator with copies of al submissions made to state and local agencies
during the approval and SEQRA process and shall submit proof to the County Attorney that:
(@
All required New York State permits, including, but not limited to, New York State Department of Health
permits, have been obtained and are in effect;
(b)
All required town or village permits or approvals, including, but not limited to, permits or approvals that may be
required from a Planning Board or Zoning Board of Appeals, have been obtained and are in effect. Such permits
or approvals must contain a finding that operation of the permanent venue is consistent with the health, safety
and welfare of the municipality;
(c)
The appropriate local agency has complied with the New Y ork State Environmental Quality Review Act;
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(d)

Any other applicable New Y ork State or federal laws or regulations have been complied with;

(e)

The events are conducted on a parcel or parcels of property adequately sized to accommodate the persons
anticipated to attend such events; and

()

Insurance has been obtained and is and will remain in effect. The County will be named as an additional insured
(and a declaration page will be issued) for al events for 20,000 persons or more.

Submission of the approval and SEQRA materials and the required proof shall be deemed in compliance with
88 1-5, 1-6 and 1-9 of this chapter and shall entitle the permanent venue operator to the issuance of a permit
hereunder. The permit, once issued, will be permanent unless and until it is suspended or revoked.

B.

For each calendar year after the issuance of the permanent venue permit, the applicant shall file an affidavit
with the Schuyler County Legislature, with copies to the County Administrator and the County Attorney, that
details the events scheduled for that calendar year or anticipated to be scheduled, as well as documentation
demonstrating that all of the information supplied to the county that |ead to the issuance of the permanent venue
permit are substantially the same, detailing any changes, and documentation demonstrating that all required
approvals from any other municipality or agency have been reissued or are still in force and effect and that all
insurance and sureties have been reissued or are still in force and effect. Upon submission of said documents,
the County Administrator shall confirm in writing if the applicant is in continuing compliance with this within
statute, said writing to be countersigned by the County Attorney. All required insurance and sureties, New Y ork
State permits, town or village permits or approvals and any other applicable New York State or federal laws,
rules or regulations must be updated, obtained and/or complied with.

C.

The conduct of events under a permanent venue permit are subject to an annua review fee of $1,500, which
must be paid no later than 45 days prior to the first event of the calendar year. Said fee may be changed from
time to time by resolution of the Schuyler County Legislature.

D.

Thislaw hereby repeals and replaces Local Law No. 4 of the year 1973 in its entirety.

MANDATES THAT CAUSE LOCAL PROPERTY TAX INCREASES BEFORE IMPOSING A CAP

ON LOCAL PROPERTY TAXES

WHEREAS, Governor David Paterson and many State Legislators are supportive of a cap on loca
property tax levies of 4%, or 120% of inflation, whichever isless, and

WHEREAS, little or no action has been taken by New York State to decrease or control the costs of
unfunded State mandates, which have been driving county property tax levels for decades, and

WHEREAS, without mandate reform, such a cap would be impossible because State mandates make up
as much as 75 to 85 percent of a county budget, and these State costs increase substantially each year, well over
the proposed 4% cap. Some examples:

e County payments to the NY S Retirement System are expected to rise 50% in 2011.

e Thelocal cost of Medicaid rises 3% each year.

e The State continues to shift its costs to counties in the 2009-10 and 2010-11 State
budgets.

e New York State currently owes Schuyler County amost $1million, overdue for State
services rendered by Schuyler County.

e During the 2010 legidative session, the State shifted over $100 million in costs to
counties for delivering state services localy in child welfare and youth detention
programs, representing yet another unfunded mandate, and

WHEREAS, counties are mandated by the State to use local tax dollars to pay for State programs such
as Medicaid, early intervention services, pre-school special education services, public assistance, child welfare,
youth detention, jails and numerous other programs, and

WHEREAS, the property tax cap proposal does nothing to reduce or eliminate the current mandates, and

WHEREAS, the property tax cap proposal allows local boards to override the cap with a two-thirds
majority vote, thereby not only shifting costs to loca governments, but also unfairly shifting blame to local
leaders for tax increases that are actually caused by the State, and

WHEREAS, the Schuyler County Legislature has, through responsible financial and budgetary actions
and policies, stabilized and decreased generic property tax rates from $10.50 to $8.17 per thousand since 2004,
despite the recession, and without the “ benefit” of a State-imposed property tax cap.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Schuyler County Legislature urges the State not to
impose a local property tax cap unless it is coupled with significant cuts to the State mandated programs that
cause local property tax increases, and

WHEREAS, the Humane Society of Schuyler County has been supporting county residents by supplying
low cost spay/neuter services to county dogs and cats since 2001, and
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WHEREAS, to date, over 5,500 dogs and cats have been atered, eliminating many thousands of
unwanted kittens and puppies, many of which would have ended up in area shelters at tax payer expense, and

WHEREAS, the Humane Society collaborates with the Schuyler County Legislature and Sheriff’s
Department by staffing and managing the County Dog Shelter, administering the Legislature’s canine
spay/neuter certificate program, supporting free County rabies clinics, al of which result in asignificant sayings
to County taxpayers, and

WHEREAS, the Humane Society operates an adoption service placing in permanent homes 831 cats
since 2005, and

WHEREAS, since taking over operation of the County Dog Shelter in August 2009, the Humane
Society has taken in 147 lost, abandoned or seized dogs, and adoption efforts have placed 58 dogs in permanent
homes without a single euthanasia, and

WHEREAS, the Humane Society is now planning an expansion of their facility that will combine the
spay/neuter clinics, the cat shelter and the County Dog Shelter into one modern facility, improving conditions
for the animals, increasing adoptions and serving as one point of contact for the community, and

WHEREAS, eliminating the Town of Dix County Dog Shelter will substantially reduce costs to the
County.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Schuyler County Legislature supports the Humane
Society’s Shelter Project.

REPORT ON STANDING COMMITTEES: None.
COUNTY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:

Administrator O’ Hearn reported that the FMAP funding has been arollercoaster ride. A few weeks ago
it looked doomed. The Senate passed a down scaled version last Wednesday. They now estimate two hundred
and thirty three thousand ($233,000). Thisis now pending house action. Then it will need to be signed by the
President. On the State Budget front, the adoption revenue included sales tax on clothing effective October 1,
2010. No County can opt out on this. The salestax returns and is scheduled to expire April 1, 2011, but with a
cap at $55.00. It would exempt purchases of clothing up to $55.00. Then in 2012 it is exempt up to $110.00
again. The Legislature will need to plan for thisin the 2011 Budget. He will discuss it at the Management &
Finance Committee this month.

Legislator Fagan requested an update on the new Transit service and the Buses. Administrator O’ Hearn
said he is planning a kick off Monday, August16th. He is not sure the buses will have the graphics on them at
this point as they are still being worked on.

Legidlator Halpin said sheis not a Chairman of a Standing Committee, but does have afew comments to
make tonight. She explained that before she was elected, she had requested copies of the By Laws from our
SCOPED office, and received no response. It wasn't until she threatened to go public that she finally received
them. Then about four months ago she asked for a copy of the planning documents and has heard nothing about
her request. She was not denied at the time. She asked Chairman Gifford if it seems she is going to be denied.
She said SCOPED was created by the Schuyler County Legislature and was to be funded by public tax dollars
and private donations. This was intended to be an equal amount. Now it appears that SCOPED is funded more
heavily by the taxpayer’s dollar. They have asked for more funding and it appears as though they are going to
get it. She wanted to know why she would have to FOIL this information as it should be available to any tax
payer, and especidly to a Legislator. There seems to be a perception of why she is asking for this information
and that she does not appreciate SCOPED. Thisiswrong. She has some ideas and wants to bring them back to
this Legislature and to the SCOPED Board. She will end up filling out a Freedom Of Information Law (FOIL)
request if she hasto. Chairman Gifford said you cannot FOIL SCOPED. He told Legislator Halpin she needs
to request this information from the SCOPED Board. Legislator Halpin said the two things she requested
should not be denied. She will FOIL this. She feels they should be happy to share these documents with her.
She feels she thinks everyone knows the answer to this. She feels Chairman Gifford should be able to answer
her as he is the legidative representative on the SCOPED Board. Legidator Field said he does not appreciate
the disrespect of Legislator Halpin of this board and of the SCOPED board and office to bring this issue up with
the media present tonight. Legislator Halpin said she feels a month is plenty of time to come up with less than
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one-hundred pages she requested. Legislator Field explained that the SCOPED office is very busy and under
staffed. Legidator Halpin said there is no reason why she should not have this information and feels it is un-
heard of if sheisdenied copies. Shewill pursueit legaly if she hasto.

Legislator Barnes reported that over the weekend, with the large number of vendors in town for the
NASCAR event, the New York State Department of Taxation and Finance checked all vendors for sales tax
compliance and determined that they were al in compliance. He felt that was good news to share.

2010, in the form hereto annexed be, and hereby is, passed, adopted and enacted, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Clerk of this Legislature duly cause the publication of the
passage, enactment and adoption of Local Law Intro. No. 4/Local Law No. 4 of the Year 2010, together with
the required text thereof in the official county newspaper.

LOCAL LAW INTRO. NO. 4/LOCAL LAW NO. 4 OF THE YEAR 2010

A Local Law Repealing and Replacing Local Law No. 4 of the Year 1973 titled Public Entertainment
(Outdoor) — Regulation/Licensing.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the County of Schuyler as follows:

8§ 1-2 Definitions.

As used in this chapter, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

DAY

Any 24 consecutive hours or less,
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EVENT

Any outdoor public entertainment, amusement, or assembly of individuals within the County of Schuyler
catering to the general public, but does not include a parade.

LICENSEE

Any person to whom alicense has been issued and remains in effect pursuant to this chapter.

PERMANENT VENUE

A permanent structure or facility for the conduct of events, which has been built and maintained in accordance
with the New Y ork State Fire Prevention and Building Code;

PERSON

Any individual, corporation, organization or entity of any kind.

8§ 1-3 Prohibitions; permit required.

It shall be unlawful for any person to organize, promote, conduct or cause to be conducted an event within the
County of Schuyler, catering to the general public, which said person believes or has reason to believe will
attract 20,000 or more persons unless a permit has first been obtained pursuant to this chapter for the operation
of said outdoor public entertainment, amusement or assembly as provided by this chapter. Such permit shall be
required for each such outdoor event.

8 1-4 Filing of application; determination.

Written application for a permit for such outdoor event shall be made to the Schuyler County Legislature at
least 90 days or more prior to the first day upon which said event is to be held. Determination granting or
denying permits as herein provided for shall be made within 60 days after application therefor. No permits shall
be granted unless the applicant complies with al requirements of this chapter and unless such permit is granted
at least 30 days before the event. A determination of the application by the Schuyler County Legislature shall be
in writing.

§ 1-5 Contents of application.

A.

Applications for such permit shall be by verified petition addressed to the Schuyler County Legislature and shall
be filed in compliance with the provisions of § 1-4 of this chapter.

B.

Such application shall include the following material :

(1)

A statement of the name, age and residence address of the applicant; if applicant is a corporation, the name of
the corporation, the names and addresses of directors, officers and stockholders owning 5% or more of the
number of shares outstanding of each class of stock; if the applicant is a partnership or other organized group of
individuals, the names, addresses and ages of each and every individual associated with the partnership or other
entity.

2

A statement containing the name and address of the record owner of the property upon which the event is to
occur and the nature and interest of the applicant therein; the names and addresses of al adjoining property
owners; the proposed dates and hours of such event; the expected maximum number of persons intended to use
the property at one time and collectively; the expected number of automobiles and other vehicles intended to
use the property at one

time and collectively; the purpose of the function, including the nature of the activities to be carried on and
admission fees to be charged, if any.

3

An occupational survey map prepared by a professional engineer licensed by the State of New Y ork showing
the size of the property, the names of the record owners of the adjoining properties; the streets or highways
abutting said property; the size and location of any existing building, buildings or structures or other facilities to
be erected thereon for the purpose of the assembly; the placement of the proposed distribution system of water;
the location of any parking areas for automobiles and other vehicles and the means of ingress and egress to such
parking area; al service and other roads serving the camping area, food services, toilet facilities, garbage and
refuse collection facilities and entertainment and performance areas; and the names and addresses of all
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concessionaires and other persons providing any service or facilities under contract, lease or other arrangement
for the event.

(4)

A detailed plan and statement with drawings showing the methods to be used for the disposal of sanitary
sewage.

S

A detailed plan and statement with drawings showing the distribution and supply system for supply, storage,
treatment and distribution of drinking water.

(6)

A detailed plan and statement with drawings showing the layout of any parking area for automobiles and other
vehicles and the methods of traffic control to be used thereon. Such parking area shall provide parking space of
acceptable size for one motor vehicle for every four personsin attendance.

(7)

A detailed plan and statement with drawings showing the facilities for the preparation, storage, sale and
distribution of food and the means of servicing such area. Such plan shall aso detail the method and means of
disposing of any garbage, trash, rubbish or other refuse.

)

A detailed plan and statement fully describing any private security personnel who will be engaged by the
applicant to serve on or about the site during the event and the qualifications and source of such personnel.

©)

A detailed plan and statement providing for fire protection, specifying the location of fire lanes, water supply
and equipment or apparatus to be available for such purposes.

(10)

A detailed plan and statement specifying the facilities to be available for medical, surgical, nursing and
ambulance service. Applicant shall furnish to the Schuyler County Legislature the addresses of al doctors,
nurses, pharmacists and ambulance services applicant will provide for event, prior to issuance of a permit.

(11)

A detailed description of al insurance policies and surety bonds to be provided by the application for the
protection of the general public, the County of Schuyler and its various public bodies, and the town and village
within which such event is to be held.

(12)

A verified statement from the landowner and the applicant to the town and village within which the event is
held and the County of Schuyler to permit the town, village and county and their lawful agents to go upon the
property for the purpose of inspecting the same to determine if there is compliance with the requirement of this
chapter and the permit, if granted; providing adequate police and fire protection; and protecting persons and
property from danger.

(13)

A verified statement that the applicant will specify in all advertising and promotional endeavors the limitation
of the number of ticketsto be sold or otherwise issued as specified in the permit.

8 1-6 Insurance and sureties.

A.

A person wanting to conduct an event shall, no later than 45 days before the first scheduled day of the event,
provide the county with a policy of insurance showing comprehensive liability coverage of not less than
$1,000,000 per occurrence and $3,000,000 in the aggregate and naming the County and the town and village in
which the event is to be held as additional insured. Each policy of insurance shall contain clauses to the effect
that such insurance shall be primary without right of contribution of any other insurance made by or on behalf
of the County with respect to its interest, and that it shall not be canceled, including, without limitation, for
nonpayment of premium, or materially amended, without 30 days' prior written notice to the County, directed to
the County Administrator’s office.

B.
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A person wanting to conduct an event shall, no later than 45 days before the first scheduled day of the event,
deposit with the Schuyler County Treasurer cash or good surety company bond, approved by the County of
Schuyler, in a sum not less than $100,000 as the Legislature may reasonably require, to insure that no damage
will be done to any public or private property and that the person conducting the event will not permit any litter,
debris or other refuse from the event to remain upon any public or private property. The cash shall be refunded
or surety company bond canceled upon certification by the County Administrator that al conditions of this
chapter have been complied with following the event. Such surety bond or cash shall serve as an indemnity to
save and protect the streets, pavements, bridges, road signs and other property of the County of Schuyler and
the town and village within which such event is to be held, and any other town and village within the county,
from any and all damage that may be caused by vehicles, employees or participants in such event and to be
used, if necessary, to restore the ground where such event is held to a sanitary condition and pay all charges and
losses to the County and its respective towns and villages for damages to streets, pavements, bridges and other
property, including reimbursement for Schuyler County Sheriff personnel. No such bond may be cancelable
unless on 30 days written notice to the county; and no such bond shall be cancelable or canceled until a
replacement or equivalent bond or better is in effect prior to the cancellation. In no event shall any bond be
canceled or cancelable less than thirty days prior to the first day of the event. If the event or its preparation,
termination, clean-up or other consequences of the event necessitate the employment of county, town or village
personnel or equipment or outside personnel or equipment by such county, town or village, such expense shall
be recoverable from the principa and/or its surety. The deposit or its balance is to be returned when the County
Administrator has determined that no such damage has been done and that the County did not incur such
additional expense due to the event or that the costs of the above have been paid by the person conducting the
event.

§ 1-7 Granting of permit.

A.

If a permit is approved by the Schuyler County Legislature, such permit shall set forth the maximum number of
persons to be permitted to attend the event. The Schuyler County Legislature, in determining such maximum
limit, shall take into consideration the capacity of the site and of available public highways, and parking
facilities, and other means of transportation to and from the site. The applicant shall limit all ticket sales to such
maximum number and shall include such limitation in all advertising. Applicant shall specify in all advertising
and promotional endeavors the limitation on number of tickets to be sold or otherwise issued. A permit must be
approved by resolution of the Schuyler County Legislature and signed by the County Administrator and County
Attorney.

B.

A permit will be approved by the Schuyler County Legidlature if the application provides the materials
mandated by this chapter and if, no later than 30 days prior to the first scheduled day of the event, the applicant
fileswith the

Schuyler County Legidlature the following:

(1)

All required New Y ork State Department of Health permits.

2

Proof that the applicant has complied with the New Y ork State Environmental Quality Review Act.

3

Proof that the applicant has complied with all other applicable New York State, federal and local laws and
regulations.

(4)

Proof that the applicant complies with the requirement that the event will be held on a parcel or parcels of
property adequately sized to accommodate the individual s anticipated to attend the event.

§ 1-8 Fees.

A.

The application form required by 8 1-5 of this chapter shall be accompanied by a nonrefundable fee as stated
herein below. Such fee may be changed from time to time by resolution of the County Legislature.
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B.

If the County is the lead agency for SEQRA purposes for any event, the person filing the application form shall,
upon receiving notification from the county that the county is the lead agency, pay the county the sum of
$25,000 to compensate the county for expenses incurred in processing the application and in acting as lead
agency, and shall reimburse the County for any such expenses incurred above that amount through use of the
county's own personnel, through consultants for legal, engineering, public safety, technical or other matter
relating to the SEQRA process, or other related expenses.

C.

If the county is not the lead agency, then the applicant shall be required to pay to the county the sum of $5,000
to compensate the county for its expenses in processing the application, and shall reimburse the county for any
such expenses incurred above that amount through use of the County's own personnel or through consultants for
legal, engineering, public safety, technical or other matters relating to the SEQRA process, or other related
expenses.

§ 1-9 Indemnification.

A person conducting an event shall, not less than 45 days prior to the first scheduled day of the event, sign an
agreement to defend and indemnify the county and the town and village in which the event is to take place
against all claimsthat may arise as aresult of the event.

§ 1-10 Denial of permit.

The permit shall not be granted if any of the items set forth in said application are determined by the Schuyler
County Legislature to be insufficient to properly safeguard the safety, health, welfare and well being of persons
or property, or do not comply with any of the requirements of this chapter, or are knowingly false, misleading or
fraudulent.

8§ 1-11 Suspension or revocation of permit.

If, after a permit is issued, the Schuyler County Legislature determines that any of the items required as a
condition of the permit is not adhered to or accomplished within the required time limits, or if any of the
contracts, leases or other arrangements for provision of services and facilities, or any insurance or surety bond,
shall become insufficient or terminated prior to completion of the event, or if the application is found to be
false, misleading or fraudulent, in whole or in part, or if it is determined to be necessary to preserve the health,
safety and/or welfare of persons or property, then this permit may immediately thereupon be suspended or
revoked by resolution of the Schuyler County Legislature.

§ 1-12 Enforcement; penalties for offenses.

A.

Any person, persons, corporation, organization, landowner or lessee who shall organize, promote, conduct or
cause to be conducted an outdoor event within the County of Schuyler catering to the general public for which
said person, persons, corporation, organization, landowner or lessee believes or has reason to believe will attract
20,000 or more persons or which does in fact attract 20,000 or more persons, without having a current, written
permit, issued in accordance with the provisions of this chapter, shall be deemed to have violated this chapter.
Any person who commits or permits any act in violation of any of the provisions of this chapter shall be deemed
to have violated this chapter and shall be liable for the penalties provided. A separate offense against this
chapter shall be deemed committed on each day during or on which the violation occurs or continues. A
separate penalty may be imposed for each separate offense.

B

Eéch violation of a provision of this chapter shall be subject to afine of up to $10,000 for each occurrence.

C.

The civil penalty and/or fine may be deducted from the bond or cash deposit, at the county's discretion.

D.

In addition to the above-provided penalties, the Schuyler County Legislature may also maintain an action or
proceeding in a court of competent jurisdiction to compel compliance with or to restrain by temporary
restraining order and/or by injunction the violation of this chapter.

E.
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County officials shall have the right to inspect the premises at any time to ensure proper issuance of the permit,
and at all times thereafter.

§ 1-13 Series permit.

The county may issue a single permit for a series of events in one calendar year by an applicant, upon
compliance with this within local law, plus a showing that all of the events scheduled or anticipated to be
scheduled will comply with the statute and will not deviate from the representations filed with the Schuyler
County Legislature in the application form.

§ 1-14 Permanent venues.

A.

Information to be submitted.

(1)

An applicant for a permanent venue permit shall comply with the application process hereinabove or, in lieu
thereof, shall provide the County Administrator with copies of all submissions made to state and local agencies
during the approval and SEQRA process and shall submit proof to the County Attorney that:

(@

All required New York State permits, including, but not limited to, New York State Department of Health
permits, have been obtained and are in effect;

(b)

All required town or village permits or approvals, including, but not limited to, permits or approvals that may be
required from a Planning Board or Zoning Board of Appeals, have been obtained and are in effect. Such permits
or approvals must contain a finding that operation of the permanent venue is consistent with the health, safety
and welfare of the municipality;

(c)

The appropriate local agency has complied with the New Y ork State Environmental Quality Review Act;

(d)

Any other applicable New Y ork State or federa laws or regulations have been complied with;

(€)

The events are conducted on a parcel or parcels of property adequately sized to accommodate the persons
anticipated to attend such events; and

()

Insurance has been obtained and is and will remain in effect. The County will be named as an additional insured
(and a declaration page will be issued) for all events for 20,000 persons or more.

2

Submission of the approval and SEQRA materials and the required proof shall be deemed in compliance with
88 1-5, 1-6 and 1-9 of this chapter and shall entitle the permanent venue operator to the issuance of a permit
hereunder. The permit, once issued, will be permanent unless and until it is suspended or revoked.

B.

For each calendar year after the issuance of the permanent venue permit, the applicant shall file an affidavit
with the Schuyler County Legislature, with copies to the County Administrator and the County Attorney, that
details the events scheduled for that calendar year or anticipated to be scheduled, as well as documentation
demonstrating that all of the information supplied to the county that |ead to the issuance of the permanent venue
permit are substantially the same, detailing any changes, and documentation demonstrating that all required
approvals from any other municipality or agency have been reissued or are still in force and effect and that all
insurance and sureties have been reissued or are still in force and effect. Upon submission of said documents,
the County Administrator shall confirm in writing if the applicant is in continuing compliance with this within
statute, said writing to be countersigned by the County Attorney. All required insurance and sureties, New Y ork
State permits, town or village permits or approvals and any other applicable New York State or federal laws,
rules or regulations must be updated, obtained and/or complied with.

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The conduct of events under a permanent venue permit are subject to an annua review fee of $1,500, which
must be paid no later than 45 days prior to the first event of the calendar year. Said fee may be changed from
time to time by resolution of the Schuyler County Legislature.

§ 1-15 Effective Date

A.

The effective date of this Local Law shall be January 1, 2011.

He then handed out a possible Resolution for action in the future and some supporting information he
asked be copied and distributed to all of the Legislators. He requested that they consider passing a Resolution
in support of the Compassionate Access Act of 2010. He aso suggested the Legislature or County
Administrator subscribe to a Health magazine and perhaps leave copies in the break rooms for employees to
read. He also spoke about gas drilling. He said he finally had a chance to watch the documentary called Gas
Land. Hefelt it was very interesting. He now knows and understands the financial benefits. The documentary
is pretty straight forward. It talks about the quality of life that has been affected. He asked that they take the
time and watch Gas Land and be aware of the industrialization that comes along with it.
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Mr. John Olin, from the Town of Orange, asked about the new method for SCOPED appropriations and
how the sales tax distribution formulais figured and distributed.

Mrs. Angeline Franzese said she recently attended the Management & Finance Committee budget
workshop meeting last week and there was a draft budget handed out. Will the 4% additional clothing tax be
added and be put in the budget? Will the Legislature taken action on that, or have you already? Will you be
adding additiona revenue for this tax, or isit in there now? Are any of the two emergency Resolutions taking
action on this? The Clerk said the two emergency Resolutions are on the table and do not have anything to do
with clothing tax. Legislator Fagan stated that the full board has not discussed the action on the clothing tax
revenue. Mrs. Franzese asked if there will be. She also asked if there will be action taken on this before it goes
to the public. Legislator Fagan said they will know that upon the fina adoption of the budget. Mrs. Franzese
asked when that might be. Legislator Fagan said the adoption of the budget will not be until after the Public
Hearing. Chairman Gifford said the repealing of the clothing sales tax Resolution would have to occur by
December 1, 2010 for an effective date of March 1, 2011. Mrs. Franzese said people need to know if it isin the
budget or not.

REGULAR MEETING
NOVEMBER 8, 2010

The November 8, 2010 Regular Meeting was called to order by Chairman Gifford at 6:30 p.m. The
Pledge of Allegiance was led by Legislator Barnes and followed by a Moment of Silence. All Legislators were
present except Legislator Field who was excused. County Attorney James Coleman and County Administrator
Timothy O’ Hearn were also present.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION:

Karen Radenburg questioned the process and what the Public Hearing was for tonight. Chairman
Gifford explained that there is 30 minutes of public participation for the regular meeting agenda and then there
will be a public hearing on the 2011 tentative budget to follow.

Angie Franzese asked if the Legislature was planning to adopt the 2011 budget this evening and is there
an agenda? The Clerk directed her to the table upfront where copies of the agenda were available and explained
that the Resolutions to adopt the budget were on the agenda for possible action this evening following the public
hearing.

Wendy Treat from Burdett explained that the bulk of the people in attendance tonight are riders on the
TCAT bus system and want to know why this bus transportation is being cut from the budget. They are
wondering if other options have been researched. The service has been in existence for twenty six years and she
feelsthereisaneed for it. She haslived in Schuyler County for two years now and other counties provide this
service. Administrator O’ Hearn explained that at this time it is public participation and not time for budget
public hearing comments, however he did point out that in the tentative budget discussions it was proposed to
reduce service and look at increasing fares. TCAT was not beneficial on the operation side. There were no
other proposals on thetable. Ms. Treat then asked if using the ARC of Schuyler County for bus service has this
been explored? O’Hearn said not at this point. The public transportation has expanded locally and is running
with no local share cost, not the case with TCAT.

Gerry Reynolds asked if the County looked into expanding its service to TCAT. O'Hearn explained
what has been done and what the Legislature wanted. This County Transit service is a pilot program at this
point and it may expand in the future.

Karen Radenburg had some questions relative to the Code of ethics and completing a financial form.
She also felt it was in the County’s best interest to consider term limits for the legislator and to discontinue
voting yourself araise and to obey the Constitution.

6:41 P.M. PUBLIC HEARING ON THE 2011 TENTATIVE BUDGET:
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Administrator O’ Hearn gave a presentation regarding the 2011 Budget. This document is on file in the
Legidative Office.

Diane Sheridan asked that the fifty people in attendance tonight that take the bus please stand so the
Legidlature can see who they are. A number of folks stood. She said these people do not just ride to work, they
use the bus services for Doctor appointments and other trips. They wanted to put a face to the people that the
Legidature is taking the bus away from. She feels they will be putting some of them out of work and she is
asking the Legislature to reconsider this cut from the 2011 budget.

Angie Franzese said she is concerned about the sales tax figures based on this same time last year and
wanted to know if the County Administrator was concerned also. She feels they are running short by $725,000
this year compared to what is budgeted. With the economy not being great she does not feel the sales tax figure
you have reflects the real numbers. She feels the $50,000 cut for the bus service is nothing and that they could
immediately take $150,000 from the contingency account. That would cover the $50,000 for TCAT. She then
made some suggestions of itemsto cut. She stated that in the year 1991 the Legislature ran out of fund balance.
She urged them to pull back on the budget, use $50,000 for the bus service and cut elsewhere. She also urged
them to not pass this budget tonight, make more cuts. Legislator Fagan explained that the sales tax figures need
to take into account that the State made a mistake on the contribution and there was a $250,000 bust last year.
Through the first three quarters the sales tax was at 98% of the budgeted amount. Mrs. Franzese said the budget
does not reflect that.

Chris Pelletier said he moved to Schuyler County last February and the main reason they chose Schuyler
County was for the bus service. Otherwise he would not have moved to the area. Thiswill be ahardship on his
family.

Joey Gates, a Mecklenburg resident, said he walks to the bus and can afford to live where he does
because of the bus service and the money he saves. He explained how they improved their property because of
using the bus. The money it saved them allowed for home improvements. He is asking the Legislature to
reconsider.

Tom Marano expressed how important the bus is to them. It is not easy being in their shoes. He
wonders about other options. The Administrator said the County buildings are energy efficient, well
eliminating the bus service adds cars to the road. Are there possible State or Federal Grants available to help
subsidize the cost? Maybe the runs could be shortened, rather than eliminated. Administrator O'Hearn said
yes on both counts. He stated that Joe Turcotte from TCAT is here tonight and could possible speak to the
issue.

Joe Turcotte stated that he had short notice on this change. They could certainly cut the service in half
for $25,000. However two things would then happen. Buses will be crowed and basicaly it would run from
Schuyler County to Ithaca. It cannot then pick up in Tompkins. He understands the concerns and TCAT is
looking at solutions, but everything they came up with hit awall.

Karen Radenburg said she was present at the budget workshop meeting when the transportation was
discussed and removed from the budget. One legislator motioned and another one seconded it and there was no
discussion about it. | even spoke up and said they were cutting money from people. She does not understand
why there are no cuts for Cornell Cooperative Extension. Her figures spread out for al of their budgets are
about $329,000 with no measurables. She feels Cornell Cooperative Extension need measures. She looked at
contractual services in the budget and looking at the presentation Mr. O’ Hearn gave, she read off some figures
and asked where the funds go. She talked about the Sheriff’s budget and Jail budget also. There are only
18,000 people in Schuyler County, do we really need this amount in the budget to protect them? She also
guestioned the expenses for mutua aid to Watkins Glen International (WGI). Mr. Michael Printup from WGI
was present and explained that they pay for all expenses related to those events.

Sue Brill spoke up in defense of Cooperative Extension stating that they provide training on heath and
nutrition and aso provide education to Social Services clients. She gave some examples.

Jm Mack, a TCAT bus rider said he heard Schuyler County participates in a State flyover look at the
surrounding country side and that the Legislature wanted a higher resolution for a different increment cost of
$41,000. Isthat true? Administrator O'Hearn explained that the flyover project is a Council of Governments
(COGQG) discussion only at this point. The Soil & Water Conservation District wanted the COG to consider an
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enhanced resolution. Thisis only done once every seventy five years. The Legislature has not heard anything
about thisyet. Soil & Water, Montour Falls and Watkins Glen have al contributed a total of $63,000 and there
isa$41,000 gap left. There has been no further action and there are no funds committed to this project in this
2011 tentative budget.

Lois Brown from Bennettsburg said she appreciates the bus service. With parking fees at Cornell, it
would cost riders $900.00 a year just to obtain a parking permit that does not guarantee a parking space. The
Park and Ride service will not accommodate the extra cars. She feels her willingness to work qualifies the need
for decent service.

Donna Lodge from Burdett said the snow plows and snow removal is terrible out there in Burdett and
asked if the plows are going to be out earlier to resolve the fact that severa people will now need to take this
route to work. She stated that with her working in Ithaca, her tax dollars will be spent in Tompkins County, not
Schuyler County. The County is sharing services with Chemung County, so why not go back to a shared
transportation service with Chemung County? Legislator Fagan spoke up and explained that the First Transit
service from Chemung County was going to cost them twice as much and it is realy not shared services.

Tom Marano asked if it was safe to assume that other options are to be considered or has the decision
been made. Isthisfinal? O’Hearn said the decision is up to the Legidlature.

Legislator Barnes asked Legislator Fagan what the percentage increase in the tax levy would be if they
included the $50,000 for transportation back into the budget. O'Hearn said it would go from 1.96% to
approximately 2.4%.

Susan Argetsinger said she has used the bus service for twenty six years. She feels thisis short sided to
let it go so quickly. She feelsit is a good deal and a good service. Some have made some very good points
here tonight. She asked if the Legislature would please adjust the revenues to make the transportation still
available.

Revenues are down and there are a lot of things
they do not have control over. However, she does not feel they should be raising the tax levy at all. This they
do have control over. She thinks they should decrease spending and get the tax levy down to zero. Sheisaso
concerned about balancing the budget with a one-time half of a million dollar revenue from selling the CHHA.
She said there are other reasons the TCAT service is coming out of the budget. She does understand the
economics of this and thisis never an easy decision. She feels the Legislature should spend more time having
additional discussions to look at other options. She does not think they spent enough time looking for
additional cuts.

Legidator Fagan said this has been a very difficult year. Next year will not be any easier. He would
like to thank Administrator O'Hearn and all of the Department Heads for their hard work. He would like to
acknowledge the staff for their efforts with added workload with less also. The Legislature appreciates the fact
of doing more with less. He discussed the performance over the past five years with the tax levy and the fund
balance. He feels they have taken stepsin the right direction. They do have the one time revenue with the sale
of the CHHA to help balance the budget. They have had staff reduction in the order of about 10%. They are
running very lean in our operations. In regards to the bus service, he wanted them to know that when he first
became a Legislator seven years ago, he was told that this service did not cost the County anything. He was
told that the revenue from the State and fares covered the cost. This was not the case. The local share
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increased by 15-20 % up $30,000 then $50,000 with projections of $100,000 next year, with aridership of sixty
five to seventy riders per month on average. With figures they received now, there is an average of about thirty
fiveto forty riders on a monthly basis. They would be spending $50,000 local share on this. They do not spend
money to get people to Corning or the Elmira direction for their jobs or travel. He cannot agree to spend this
where tax payers dollars subsidies so few individuals.

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would alow tax payerstimeto review it and have alist of questions available for tonight’s public hearing. Not
al of them can attend day meetings. Chairman Gifford said the budget is worked on and discussed al year in
committee meetings. The minutes of the Legislative meetings are available on line. The budget is on line once
it becomes tentative. Mark asked if it could be made available earlier. They need the maximum amount of
information available to the public. Chairman Gifford said heisall for transparency. However, the preliminary
budget would not be worth anything to the public as it is a working document. He explained the issues that can
keep the budget as preliminary and cannot be revealed to the public, such as negotiations.

Legidator Halpin agreed and said the preliminary document can be seen by the public as long as no
negotiations are in the process that would be detrimental to the County. She does not agree that the preliminary
budget is not worth anything to the public.

David Cray asked if the Administrator’s power point presentation is available on line. O’'Hearn said he
will put it there if possible or at least make it available upon request.
